here are two John McCains. One is the

rebellious moderate who claims to
oppose torture and wasteful military spend-
Ing, who argues we should shut down the
Guantanamo Bay detention facility. The
other—the dominant and really, really dan-
gerous one—thinks it would be fine if we
spent “100 years in Irag,” as long as we have
enough “boots on the ground.”

That latter McCain, the son and grandson
of admirals, never met a problem he didn’t
think the U.S. government and its military
power couldn’t solve.

If you elect him President, make him com-
mander in chief and put him at the seat of
power, which of the two McCains do you
think you'll get?

continuing to project U.S. military strength
rather than accept ‘defeat’) as it did with reali-
ty. And like the reputation-making actions of his
heroes—including his father, his grandfather
and his political idol, Teddy Roosevelt—the
new Iraq strategy required yet another expan-
sion of American military power to address
what is, at least in part, a nonmilitary problem.”
In fact, while McCain has savaged the cur-
rent President in thinly veiled critiques of his
handling of Irag—and further nurturing the
senator’'s “maverick” image—he is even
more enamored than Dubya with the dual
neoconservative theorems that war is a solver
of problems and that being the President of
the United States is an invitation to become
planet Earth’s neo-imperial ruler as well.

Was betting on the creation of a U.S.-
friendly democracy worth the over 4,000
American and hundreds of thousands of
Iraqi lives that have already been lost?

Another four years of expensive bloodshed,
according to Matt Welch, author of McCain: The
Myth of a Maverick. The libertarian journalist,
whose book offers an insightful examination of
the “Arizona senator’s largely unexamined
philosophy about the proper role of the U.S.
government,” credits Bush’s decision to end
his Presidency with a significant expansion of
troop levels in Iraq as pure McCain.

“Like almost every past McCain crusade,”
Welch wrote in Reason magazine, “the [troop]
surge involved an increase in the power of the
federal government, particularly in the execu-
tive branch. Like many of his reform mea-
sures—identifying weapons pork, eliminating
Congressional airport perks, even banning tor-
ture—the escalation had as much to do with
appearances (in this case, the appearance of

Of course, McCain wants that rule to be
somewhat benevolent. For example, he doesn’t
envision a hypothetical century in Iraq to be
senselessly bloody or rude. It should all be in
line with supporting democracy, prosperity, etc.
Don’t call it an occupation! As long as we are
not losing any of our “most precious asset...
American blood,” he believes Americans will
go along with enforcing a Pax Americana.

Never mind that after seven years of such
an approach it should be clear that empire
doesn’'t come without death, terrorism, the
discrediting of democracy and any number of
other terrible costs we should be informed of
before the bill comes due. McCain campaign
wonks like to talk about the terrible “conse-
quences of failure,” but what about the con-
sequences of “success”?

Was betting on the creation of a U.S.-friend-
ly democracy worth the over 4,000 American
and hundreds of thousands of Iraqi lives that
have already been lost? How about bringing
home a generation of mentally and physically
wounded combat veterans? And what about the
hundreds of hillions of dollars we are spending
on the war, or the soaring price of gasoline here
at home? Aren’t cheap resources supposed to
be the reward for building an empire?

McCain optimistically says we “will win the
war in Irag and win it fairly soon,” but in any
case he makes it clear no cost in lives or trea-
sure is too dear to do so. If he’s said it once, he's
said it a thousand times: We need “more boots
on the ground,” as many as we can spare.

Once all those “boots” finally stamp out all
this Iragi mischief, a few tens of thousands
of them should—in McCain’s vision—remain
posted there for ten or more decades to ensure
that Iraq stays in our orbit as a loyal satellite.
And if the Iraqis end up prosperous and vague-
ly democratic along the way, why should they
begrudge us a few mega-bases shimmering
outside town in the desert heat, as well as some
sweetheart deals with Western oil corporations?

“No American argues against our military
presence in Korea or Japan or Germany or
Kuwait or other places, or Turkey, because
America is not receiving casualties,” McCain
declared at Rice University at the end of Feb-
ruary 2008. “I think, generally speaking, we
have a more secure world thanks to American
presence, particularly in Asia, by the way, as
we see the rising influence of China.”

In other words, what McCain supports—
and it is one of the few political opinions he
hasn't flipped and flopped about—is a
never-ending expansion of America’s military
role in the world. This November you’ll get to
decide if you agree.

t is now clear that from the very top of the chain

of command in the Oval Office the Bush
Administration has systematically violated the
1984 Convention Against Torture and Other Cruel,
Inhuman or Degrading Treatment or Punishment
(including complicity in torture). The United States
and 151 other nations signed that convention.

If there is ever an international war crimes tri-
bunal—or criminal procedures in the United
States—Bush, Cheney and the highest-level
lawyers in the Justice and Defense departments
should not be alone in the dock. Wherever terror-
IsSm suspects have been held, complicit in the
torture and other barbarisms are military doctors
and psychologists.

How is the waterboarding torturer to know if
he’s about to go too far and Kill the suspect? An
attending physician will tell him. For a newly pub-

of Bush Administration terror policy, they delayed
reports of homicides (murders) when the inter-
rogators lost control of themselves.

That’s why it took so long for We the People to
know what atrocities were being carried out in
order to, as the President likes to say, “protect
American values.”

Dr. Miles offered additional shocking revela-
tions in the Fall 2007 issue of the American Bar
Association’s publication Human Rights. In “Child
Prisoners in America’s War on Terror,” which has
largely been ignored even by otherwise-intrepid
American journalists reporting on this amoral Pres-
idency, Miles began: “German media and Norwe-
gian officials credibly cite a Red Cross report that
more than 100 children were detained in various
prisons in Iragq. Human Rights Watch reports that
three of the 60 or so children once imprisoned at

lished, meticulously sourced indictment of these
crimes that involve the enlistment of medical pro-
fessionals, see Torture Team: Rumsfeld’s Memo
and the Betrayal of American Values by interna-
tional lawyer Philippe Sands.

The definitive book on the criminal involvement
of doctors and psychologists is Oath Betrayed:
Torture, Medical Complicity and the War on Terror
by Dr. Steven Miles, a professor of medicine and
bioethics at the University of Minnesota. Dr. Miles,
whom I've interviewed at length, began his deep
research to find out why doctors and psycholo-
gists in Afghanistan, Irag and Guantanamo failed to
intervene in the torture and other mistreatment of
prisoners. Such abuse was partially exposed when
CBS-TV released those infamous Abu Ghraib prison
photographs, which became a prime recruiting
tool for apprentice terrorists around the world.

In Oath Betrayed, Dr. Miles also revealed that
medical personnel gave the torturers informa-
tion—from prisoners’ records and interviews—
about what they most feared. So, as Miles report-
ed, doctors and psychologists were actually
“Involved in setting the harshness of the interro-
gation plans.” And, dig this: As loyal implementers

Guantanamo Bay were less than 15 years old.”

Dr. Miles continued with the especially chill-
ing: “No statistics exist for child prisoners in
Afghanistan.” Bush-Cheney’s initial “victory” was
over Afghanistan’s Taliban, which is now murder-
ously resurgent. The Washington Post’s Dana Priest
has revealed that dungeons at the Bagram Air Base
in Afghanistan are among the most horrifying CIA
“black sites.” There suspects were “softened up”
for torture by the brutal Special Forces troops so
prized by Donald Rumsfeld. We may never know
how many children were “disappeared” into
those secret prisons and what happened to them.

Nor do we know how many detained children
were killed there or in our other prisons. Noted Dr.
Miles: “Reporters are not allowed to photograph
their quarters. ... The Abu Ghraib photographs
depict men being abused; the pictures of children
and women being abused remain classified.” Did
you know that? | didn't.

Having gone through tens of thousands of
pages of declassified Defense Department docu-
ments, Miles found “the only official record of a
child prisoner’s death.” It was in a footnote in the
appendix of a 200-page Army Surgeon General’s

report about detainees (calling them “prisoners”
was forbidden) with advanced-stage tuberculo-
sis. A physician cited “one child hemorrhaging
from his cavitary TB and dying.”

If there ever is a war crimes trial of those from
Camp Cropper near Baghdad Airport (where this
nameless child expired) who are responsible for
that small corpse, Dr. Miles’s threnody should be
in the court record: “No other document describes
this child who died bleeding into his (or her?)
lungs while in U.S. custody. The Pentagon does
not list this prisoner in its list of deaths. It has not
released any death certificate, autopsy report or
investigation, as is mandated by Geneva Conven-
tions that the United States says were applicable
to its prisons in Iraq.

“We do not know whether the parents were
told if, how, or when their child died. ... We do not
know if the child’s body was returned to the fam-
fly to bury or if the family was informed of the
location of the internment.”

Dr. Miles also cited a sworn statement from
General Janis Karpinski, former commander of
Abu Ghraib. She used to talk to “juveniles,” as she
called them, who kept being brought into that real-
life horror movie. “I saw a kid,” Karpinski said,
“that looked like he was eight years old. He told
me he was almost 12. He told me his brother was
with him, but he really wanted to see his mother.
Could he please call his mother. He was crying.”

The now-defrocked general maintained that

| she saw no abuse of juveniles at Abu Ghraib. (If she

had and said so, she would have had to do something
about it.) Dr. Miles dryly added, “Karpinski does not
mention if she helped the boy contact his mother.”

As he reported, a former sergeant at Abu
Ghraib, John Ketzer, did see “a dog handler and
another soldier allow a leashed but unmuzzled
dog to ‘go nuts” and lunge at two children.”

Dr. Miles has called what happened—and still
may be happening—to Bush’s child prisoners
“crimes against the innocent.” But the majority of
members of Congress who have never demand-
ed bringing criminal charges against the ultimate
torturers and abusers of prisoners of any age are
not innocent of these crimes.

The Unreality

of 'Reality TV”

FORGET COMEDY,

DRAMA, GAME SHOWS AND

SPORTS—VOYEURISM IS THE NAME OF THE GAME.

W Il somebody please sue the television |

networks? What's passed off as “reali-
ty” isn't real, and the way it alters our percep-
tion of reality is dangerous to our mental
health. | remember the movie The Running
Man with Arnold Schwarzenegger as a criminal
who was forced to fight for his life on a popu-
lar TV program. | laughed at the preposterous-
ness of it all...but I'm not laughing anymore.

This country’s first reality show wasn’t
even aired on any of the major networks.
Back in 1973, PBS covered the day-to-day
doings and real-life travails of a typical house-
hold in its 12-part An American Family series.

The show captured a vast audience, but real
life was a bit more elusive. The presence of a
camera crew encouraged the Loud family to play
to them. As a result, the wife announced she was
getting a divorce. Years later the former Mrs. Loud
said she might not have gone for the divorce
had the cameras not been there. The frosting on
the cake was son Lance announcing that he was
gay. He later tried to capitalize on his fieeting fame
with a show business career that failed. In 2001,
Lance Loud succumbed to hepatitis C and AIDS.

An American Family inspired a number of
sendups, the most notable being Albert
Brooks’s first big-screen writing and direct-
ing effort, Real Life.

It took 19 years before television’s next real-
ity show arrived. A concoction of MTV, The Real
World put together a bunch of young people in
a house for several weeks. The producers
would create dramatic conflict by doing things
like cutting off their power or water. The more
conflict, the better. Much like An American
Family, the participants in The Real World cre-
ated havoc on their own in the belief that the
more outrageous their personalities, the more
famous they'd become. Inevitably, their actions
became anything but natural.

The next entry into the reality sweep-
stakes came in 2000 when producer Mark
Burnett convinced CBS to buy the concept of
the Swedish hit Expedition: Robinson. He
changed the name to Survivor, and the rest
IS history. Castaways placed on a desolate

island fight each other to win a million dollars.
In 2001, Survivor provided TV with one of its
lowest moments. Contestant Michael Skupin got
woozy one night and fell into a fire. His hands
were burned so badly that he had to be airlift-
ed off the island—and out of the show. What
made the situation so disgusting was that a cam-
eraman kept filming Skupin rather than prevent
the accident or help him afterward—because
the producers had previously admonished the
crew to keep rolling no matter what happened.
(Remember Network anyone?) Modern medi-
cine saved Skupin’s hands, but not before Survi-
vor aired the grisly footage of skin peeling from
them while the fire victim screamed in agony.
Thanks to their relatively low cost and high
ratings potential, reality shows have become a
favorite fare of the networks. There are some
aspects that are not as well known. If you won-

- der why people allow their private lives to be

bared on television, the answer is simple: They
get paid. For example, the longer a Survivor
cast member sticks around, the more he or she
earns in talent fees. It's even been rumored
that Wife Swap pays each of its married
women as much as $50,000, with $25,000 to
each husband and $10,000 per child.

Then there are the personality reality shows
like The Osbournes, starring Ozzy the fried rock

- star and his wife and two kids. Reality my ass!

You never saw the couple’s third child. That's
because Aimee Osbourne refused to be a reg-
ular on the show and was treated as if she
didn’t exist. Every now and then, Aimee would
show up, but only in background shots.

The problem is some people think what
they're seeing actually exists and then compare
their lives to it. Society becomes what a mirror
reflects back. These days that mirror is reality TV.

Programs like the one spoofed in The
Running Man are coming to pass. How long
before we see You Bet Your Life—for real?

In 2000, Stone literally caused a riot to dis-
rupt the Bush-Gore recount in Florida’s Miami-
Dade County. He hauled in scores of out-of-state
Republicans wearing Brooks Brothers suits and
had them impersonate outraged Florida voters
demanding an end to the recount. This clear-cut
act of sabotage ultimately voided the election,
dropping it in the laps of the U.S. Supreme Court.

Stone also nursed an ongoing grudge against
then-New York Governor Eliot Spitzer. The worst
dirt he could find was that Spitzer's dad had
loaned his son money. Stone seized on this like
a street hustler swallowing a glob of jizz, leaving
a foul message on the 83-year-old’s answering
machine: “You will be arrested and brought to
Albany, and there’s not a goddamn thing your
phony, psycho, piece-of-shit son can do about it.”

WAR, INC.

Actor, writer, producer John Cusack has a lot to say
about this country’s domestic and foreign policies. Although he fre-
quently uses such forums as the Huffington Post to express criticism
of the Bush Administration, his film War, Inc. pulls out all the stops to
shine light on the privatization of war.

A number of cast members (including his sister Joan Cusack,
Marisa Tomei, Hilary Duff, Dan Aykroyd, Ben Kingsley, Ben Cross and
Montel Williams) came aboard because of their relationship with
Cusack and enthusiasm for the film’s message. The plot revolves
around a corporate hitman, Brand Hauser (Cusack), hired by a corrupt
defense contractor to assassinate the oil minister of a fictional Middle
Eastern country that has been invaded by the U.S. The contractor’s
CEO (Aykroyd) is a former Vice President, the character obviously
based on VP (and former Halliburton head honcho) Dick Cheney.

Cusack sat down with HUSTLER contributor Larisa Alexandrovna to
discuss the film, his political views and the state of mainstream
media, which he feels has failed in its role as the public watchdog.

LARISA ALEXANDROVNA: What possessed you to wake up one
day and say to yourself, “l want to make a dark comedy about the
Irag War and corporate greed”?

JOHN CUSACK: There is a great tradition of satire or absurdist com-
edy that mocks and tries to take down power elites and orthodoxies,
whether it's the church or the aristocracy or the state. It is not really a

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new idea. For example, the Marx Brothers, Preston Sturges, Terry
Southern, [Bertolt] Brecht.

Is Terry Gilliam an influence here? Stylistically, War, Inc.
resembles his classic Brazil.

Absolutely—and even [Franz] Kafka. | would even say the incendiary
political cartoons of George Grosz or the writings of Hunter S. Thompson.
There are so many influences and traditions of this type of thought—
satire with teeth, or comedy as serious business. It's escaping and laugh-
ing at things that are not supposed to be funny. It is supposed to make
you think but not overtly. You are not sure if you should be laughing.

Yes, of course, the “rebellion in a safe setting” thing. But what
prompted you, John Cusack, to say, “l am going to make a black
comedy about the Iraq War”?

What made me [make the film] was what | thought was behind the
Irag invasion, a kind of corporatist ideology that has been trying to take
over and engulf the great things about America and the American dream.

Yes, the first fully privatized war with nonprivatized casualties.

In fact, War, Inc. is really taking trends to their logical conclusion.
There has been a movement in the past 35 years, a corporate revolu-
tion to replace the state. If you read The Shock Doctrine [by Naomi
Klein], you can see this trend. Naomi is on the vanguard as a journal-
Ist, reporter and thinker.

Is your movie based on The Shock Doctrine?

No, actually we were working on the film, and her piece “Baghdad
Year Zero” came out in Harper's [April 2003], and it inspired us to dig
deeper. As we were making the film, we sent her the script—I was lucky
enough to become friends with her—so we asked Naomi what she
thought, and she was totally onboard as a friend. She was not an offi-
cial collaborator or anything, but she was very supportive of the film.

Your character’s name, Brand Hauser, seems to be a play on
words. Am | reading way too much into it?

You're half-right. | think Hauser sounds like howitzer, The right-
wing uses the aesthetics of authoritarianism; American patriotism is
the cover for what they do. They use a frontier model where George
Bush plays cowboy, and so the idea of “branding” images is all con-
nected in this way with the character.

Right, and there is also the whole double entendre of brand-
ing—as in cattle, the ownership society. Does your character
represent something more complex?
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| think Hauser is kind of like a full-spectrum
Samurai. Samurai were warriors with a code,
and they were left really wandering around as
guns for hire. So they were mercenaries who
had been corrupted, and then they left a cor-
rupt situation and made an allegiance in a cor-
rupt world. We thought of that, plus the assas-
sin metaphor is a particularly good one for our
foreign policy because Hauser does not nec-
essarily equate who he is with what he does.

You have him constantly imbibing
Donny Loo’s Fever Juice. Is the drink a
transformative device?

We thought it would be funny if he has this
thing he takes that blocks out [memories] but
also gives him a kick-start. It's a public show,
a test too. Remember [Watergate burglar] G.
Gordon Liddy used to put a flame to his arm,
to burn his flesh to prove that he still had the
discipline.

That’s one helluva party trick for a
sociopath.

(Laughs.) So this is our G. Gordon Liddy
party trick, this mixture of jet propulsion and
self-flagellation.

Ah, so there is an element of guilt, no?

Yeah, | think so. Or there is an element of
trying to drown out his past.

How do you actually get ready for roles
like this? Do you randomly sniff out some
retired CIA guy to talk to, or do you just
wing it?

| know a lot about that sort of thing.
Ultimately | was more worried about trying to
get the film together.

Did you and director Joshua Seftel sit
down together and decide who would be
cast in a particular role?

We worked together closely. It was very col-
laborative. But you know, we did not have a lot

So there wasn’t anybody rushing to take on the
neocon agenda and how it is destroying this
country and [take on] the whole corporatist
war, this cancer devouring our society. | don’t
think the financiers wanted to take the risk.

Are you finding it easier now?

| think everyone has been really surprised.
People thought that because it is so controver-
sial and structurally experimental—I[if you tell]
someone you want to do a film that is essential-
ly an incendiary political cartoon, part
Telemundo soap opera, part George Grosz—
[you can't expect] they will say, “Okay! Let’s
release it!” (Laughs.) But as people have seen
it, there has been a rush to use it as a spring-
board in the media to talk about these ideas
[behind the film]. Ultimately, studios and distrib-
utors are seeing now that people are getting it
more than they thought [they] would get it.

You mean people in the political—

People like you. People who are interested
in it and want to write about it. So we have

gotten way more media interest in it than
anyone ever thought we would. And the thing
IS, it Is a total grassroots vibe. It has not come
from the top down. We have not gotten any
big corporate support. It’s all coming from
political writers and journalists who do not
even write about movies, like Raw Story, and
from progressive blogs like Crooks and Liars.
So some of the bigger corporate media were
like, “Oh, what’s that movie?” or “What's
everybody talking about?” A lot of them would
not even touch it five months ago. When we
put out word [to the media], they were like,
“Oh, | don’t know if | see the world that way.”
Now it has totally shifted.

Do you think the corporate press
shares responsibility with the Bush
Administration for the Iraqg War?

You can almost respect the criminals more
than the enablers in some sick way. What the
Bush Administration has done is criminal. It
should be treated as a crime. The idea that
people who call themselves journalists let
these lies go on unchecked and endorsed
them time and time again is [unpardonable].

Don’t get me wrong. | think great journal-
ism is heroic.

Bush admitted to approving meetings in the
White House about enhanced interrogation
techniques. You have the President of the
United States admitting on television that he not
only authorized torture, but has made it a for-
profit industry. So at least these people have the
courage to be the criminals that they are.

The media, journalists—nothing, no follow-
up questions. You can see them going, “Oh,
let’s just go back to talking about how Obama
is or is not an elitist.” Don’t get me wrong. |
am not making a blanket condemnation of all
journalists. But these people in the corporate
press—!| mean, how many times does Dick
Cheney go on Meet the Press and just get

Or how about the New York Times and Judith

Nobody talked about how it is a war crime to
invade a sovereign country in a war of aggression. You
know, [the post-World War |l tribunals at] Nuremberg
said that an illegal invasion of a sovereign country in a
war of aggression is a supreme war crime.

Yes, absolutely true. In fact, a former chief pros-
ecutor in the Nuremberg trials, Benjamin Ferencz
(who successfully convicted 22 Nazi officers)
recently said that “a prima facie case can be made
that the United States is guilty of the supreme
crime against humanity, that being an illegal war
of aggression against a sovereign nation.”

Right.

David Levy first gained renown in 1968 when he laid
down a challenge that no computer program could beat him
at the game of chess. The challenge, in effect for ten years,
was accepted by four A.l. innovators. Levy, an International 'f,
Master, defeated all of them. However, in 1989 a highly
snphlstmated computer program finally checkmated him to gain its
authors a $5,000 prize awarded by Omni magazine.

Also an expert on artificial intelligence, Levy wrote the book
Robots Unlimited—Life in a Virtual Age, which details a near-future
where robots will become sexual partners to humans. From his home
in London he explained his vision of the future.
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HUSTLER: Do you foresee robots as
the ultimate sex aid?

DAVID LEVY: Yes, because they will pro-
vide every kind of sexual experience one
wants. We're quite close to what | would
describe as a primitive form of sex robot.
Let’s think about the kind of up-market
sex doll manufactured by some companies
in the States and in Japan. These are dolls

‘made of silicone and other material, sort

of human [in] size and appearances and
costing from $5,000 to $10,000. A leading
American importer sells about 400 a year.
S0 there is clearly a demand for dolls as
sex surrogates, even though at this point

~they have no electronics or moving parts.

Imagine adding technologies that are
already available: A sex doll with a
vibrating penis or vagina for exam-

M, ple. The doll could talk in a lifelike

\voice and say whatever it

electronics and
software. Sensors could

augment the sex doll into something
responsive and interactive—the first primi-
tive rung on the ladder toward a full-
fledged sex robot. And these are things that
can be done immediately because we have
the technology. It's only a question of some
entrepreneurs in the adult-entertainment
industry deciding they can make a pile of
money out of this.

So we’re talking about androids that
look exactly like human beings?

Yes. Research in Japan found that peo-
ple prefer interaction with more humanlike
robots. In my book you’ll see a picture of a
female robot based on a newscaster on
Japanese TV. The professor who designed
her obviously fancied the newscaster, and
in the photo it’s indistinguishable from a
human. This professor has said this robot
could fool somebody five or ten meters
away into thinking it was human. As tech-
nology gets better, these few seconds at a

distance will gradually grow into minutes
and hours in close contact.

| don't like drawing analogies between
my work and science fiction—| researched
about 450 publications, and none were sci-
ence fiction—but the original Stepford
Wives film paints the kind of picture I'm
talking about.

The Stepford Wives featured beautiful
robots, opening the possibility of a future
without the problems of rejection or
emotional distance—a willing and ex-
perienced partner filling sexual and per-
haps even emotional needs. Then why
would someone prefer anything else?

If you can fall in love and have sex with
someone, the obvious question is why not
consider it, even if that someone is a
robot? My feeling is that only a small pro-
portion of human beings will forsake all
human-human relationships completely in
favor of human-robot relationships. | think
our instincts are clearly that a good
human human relationship has a

huge amount to offer us. In
many ways we are genetically engineered
to prefer humans to any other species,
including robots.
| see robots as a viable alternative for
those who need one, and for those who are
curious and for all sorts of other occasions,
but not for the majority of the population as
an alternative. Real sex, real emotion and
real, live partners are pretty good in my
opinion. | think the majority of people will
still want to experience the original, irre-
spective of what they’re doing with robots.
You theorize that the A.l. sex revolu-
tion is basically right around the corner.
| believe that these first primitive sex
robots will be on the market within five
years, and more sophisticated robots with-
in 20 years. It’s going to take 40 years or
thereabouts before the emotional, psycho-
logical and consciousness aspects of
robotics make them satisfactory as part-
ners for humans.

ROBOT SEX

There are fundamental problems in
artificial intelligence, like conversation.
We have programs that recognize what
you say, but they’re only 80% or 85% reli-
able, which means that in every sentence

they get one or two words wrong. It’s a
serious problem.

The other difficulty is the meaning of
words. If | went into a room with a [Chinese
man] who didn’t speak a word of English,
he might hear every word | said completely
correctly and not understand a single word.
We certainly wouldn’t be able to communi-
cate. Clearly, conversation is an important
part of any human relationship. So | think
we have to look at a time frame of about 40
years before human-computer conversa-
tion develops to a sophisticated level.

In the future will we be able to rent a
sex robot?

Absolutely. Some Japanese entrepre-
neurs started a very nice business rent-
ing out sex dolls. This has now spread to
South Korea, where there are whole
hotels where one rents a room
hy the hour and gets
a sex doll. When

What will be the effects on the eco-
nomics of prostitution?

| see the profession being decimated,
certainly in the First World and intermediate
countries. One could envisage a situation
where the robots are plentiful and in-
expensive in Europe, Asia and much of the
Americas.

But what will happen in Africa or
depressed areas such as Bosnia, for exam-
ple? Most people there might still not be
able to afford the services of a robot, even
when robots become less expensive. A
hundred dollars in Africa buys enough food
to live for a year, so robots would still be

financially out of bounds. Prostitution will
continue to thrive.

Even if a robot were programmed for
a human sexual encounter, could that be
satisfying to a human aware that emo-
tions have been removed from the
encounter?

| believe it can. In most countries there’s
a percentage of people who either have
paid for sex or continue to do so on a regu-
lar basis. This varies from maybe 10% to
20%. So there are already millions in the
world who pay for sex regularly, knowing
that the partner has no interest in their feel-
Ings, only in the color of their money. This
shows that sex with robots will be popular,
and | draw parallels between the two.

But you’re suggesting that robots
could also respond to feelings and
emotions?

There have been results demonstrated
involving programming artificial emotions,
as well as the detection of human emo-
tions. A group at MIT says that electronic
sensors can measure physiological hap-
penings In our bodies: blushing or your
heart beating faster, the kinds of changes
that occur under different emotional condi-
tions. MIT developed a program that identi-
fies about eight different moods, and it
shows a 75% to 80% accuracy. In today’s
hospitals, cumbersome monitoring equip-
ment already does this—since there’s no
need for them to be small. In the future
there will be much smaller devices used by
robots to see what mood we're in and
respond accordingly.

Many people have difficulty in
establishing relationships or simply
feel they’re unnecessary. Will robotic
sex open up an avenue of opportunity
for them?

Clearly someone who finds relation-
ships difficult, impossible or even undesir-
able—because they are focused else-
where, or are shy, or have psychosexual
hangups, emotional problems or physical
deformities or whatever—can have a hap-
pier existence. They've now got somebody
they can love, somebody who is pro-
grammed to love in return.

Nowadays, people in unsatisfactory
relationships might worry that they won't
find anyone else if their partner leaves
them—or if they leave their partner. As
robot-sex technology spreads, people will
know that even if no one else turns up, they
can always find a (continued on page 64)

bonding with our electronic devices. A recent
survey found that 64% of Americans spend
more time with their computers than their
breathing partners. And we already interact
with functional robots, at least in simple form.
In 2007, Moaning Lisa—part sex doll and
part interactive game—was unveiled at the
Arse Elektronika Conference in San Francisco.
You can make Lisa moan by stimulating her
seven strategically placed touch sensors, while
potentiometers in the nipples give her breasts
that extra tingle. If you look into her eyes,
you'll be staring at two additional sensors. But
she’s a woman of mystery, and your task is to
discover just where those seven aforemen-
tioned hot spots are.

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Repliee Q1 Expo. Encased in silicone skin, this
lifelike robot contains 42 compressed, air-
controlled actuators under computer com-
mand, enabling this lovely to flutter her eye-
lids and appear to breathe. According to its
creator, Repliee Q1 Expo not only can interact
with people, but also is sensitive to their
touch. Adding another feather to his cap,
Professor Ishiguro also built a disconcerting
robotic replica of himself, which frequently
sits in for him when he cannot physically be
present at his academic lectures.

Elsewhere in high-tech Japan, Osaka’s sex
clubs had been faced with a nagging problem:
A 2005 law prohibits human involvement in
touting such establishments. Club owners dis-
covered nothing in the law forbade a hu-
manoid robot from luring passersby inside.
The answer was an expensive upgrade to a
traffic-directing robot. Once patrons step into
a club, the sex performers are all flesh and
blood—at least for the time being.

y Mitsubishi en-
tered the A.l. market
e with Wakamaru, a
surrogate reception-
ist.

This is an alterna-
tive we don’t have at present. That can only benefit
society. But | don’t think human sexual relationships
will disappear.

Many men fear that sex aids may be more
satisfying to their partners. Wouldn't a sexually
capable robot be an even greater threat than a
vibrator?

This fear is well-founded. A man might develop an
anxiety complex if his woman has had the most fan-
tastic orgasms possible courtesy of a robot. But look
at the good side of this: Virtuoso robot lovers will
have the knowledge of every sex manual ever writ-
ten. They will be able to teach humans to become
better lovers. In the privacy of his own home, a man
could take advantage of the skills of robots to im-
prove his own technique and performance.

You write that by 2050 it will be possible to
marry a robot in Massachusetts.

If the relationship is good from emotional and
sexual points of view, | think robot marriage is an
option. The reason | say Massachusetts is because
of the high-tech research there at places like MIT,
and it's such a liberal-thinking state relative to other
parts of the USA and one of the leading states in gay
and lesbian relationships. That combination of liber-
al thinking and high-tech research will inevitably
lead to human-robot marriages being legalized
there. | think 2050 will be about when it will happen.

But might not a sex robot be viewed as a
mechanical version of a sex slave?

Some will regard them as sex slaves because that
IS one human way of thinking. Other people may
regard them as creatures that have sex because they
want to have sex, because they’ve been programmed
to want to have sex. It will depend on the attitude of
the users. We should treat conscious robots the way
we treat other human beings: in an ethical way that
will send the message “This is how we believe that
people should be treated.” If we start treating robots
like disposable cell phones, that will send the wrong
message to other members of society, particularly
children. | hope that that doesn’t happen.

Is there any possibility that a human and a
robot could reproduce?

Yes, but not in the sense that we know it. What |

see happening is this: You have a robot that likes
your appearance, your personality, the sound of your
voice, the color of your eyes. That robot could design
and build another robot incorporating your charac-
teristics. In that way, you have a kind of reproduction
in which human and robot “genes” (if you like to use
the word) will be in the offspring robot.

The reunited Dolls captured live

and reinvigorated in 2007. This

CD showcases the much-needed

reunited rock glamsters as they
skillfully rip through the best of their repertoire,
as well as a heartbreaking tribute to “You Can’t
Put Your Arms Around a Memory” from late Dolls
guitarist Johnny Thunders.
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Back in the 1980s, Mike Peters led
the Welsh westernwear-clad rockers the
Alarm through a series of memorable an-
thems (including “The Stand” and “Sixty-
Eight Guns”) and just as memorable hair-
styles. In 1991 he suddenly walked away In
his worn-out cowboy boots. Ten years later,
Peters reclaimed the band’s name and
assembled a whole new lineup. We caught
up with the humble vocalist, who talked
about the past, his battle with leukemia and
what keeps him rocking in the free world.

HUSTLER: Why did you leave the origi-
nal group?

MIKE PETERS: The band had moved away
from the original idea, and | felt like | didn’t
belong in my own band anymore. | had
become very isolated in the group. In the final
two years of the original lineup we had a lot
of domestic heartache that had come into the
group. My father had died. My sister had a
brain hemorrhage she has yet to recover
from. Nigel Twist’s father committed suicide.
Dave Sharp and | separately went to live in
America as well. All that just pulled us apart.

| think we were all running away from the
fact that we were losing unity in the band.
Dave maybe wanted to make solo records.
He wanted to sing in the group, take over the
lead singing role. | thought, Well, if you want
that, you have to jump yourself and go do it
Or I'll go. | went away onstage so they could
carry on, but they never did. So it became my
job to pick the Alarm up again.

In the ten years between your leaving
and then reclaiming the name, did you
talk to your old bandmates?

Yeah. | actually tried to put the band back
together about 1997. | went to them and pre-
sented them with a whole tour-and-album
scenario that included our original manager
and agent, lan Wilson. He had done so much
for the band. The band said okay, but not with
lan. He told me to go on and | reapproached

the band. They thought | agreed to it so easi-
ly that there must have been a catch. They
tried to pick up the record deal and do the
tour without me. | thought that if they can't
see that the Alarm without Mike Peters isn't
the Alarm, okay then. That is why | put togeth-
er the new lineup.

Have you been in touch with your three
former sidekicks recently?

The new lineup played in San Francisco
two days ago, and Nigel Twist played drums
with us. Weeks back | was on top of Snowdon
[the highest mountain in Wales] at a gig play-
ing “Sixty-Eight Guns” with [original bassist]
Eddie MacDonald. Six months before that we
were at an event called Alarmstock, and | did
an acoustic set with Dave Sharp.

Every one of the original band has been
onstage with the new lineup. We have lived
out this sort of family life circle in our own his-
tory. We have broken up. We have all become
friends again. We are like a classic family. The
one thing we have always had is a deep love
for each other. Love can push you apart as

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well as pull you together. Everyone is happy
with what the Alarm is because we don’t ignore
the past; we celebrate it. But | want to take
it forward by reinventing the band for the mod-
ern era.

The new lineup has a real punk rock
pedigree with James Stevenson of
Generation X and Gene Loves Jezebel
fame and Stiff Little Fingers drummer
Steve Grantley.

Also Craig Adams, our bass player, was one
of the founding members of Sisters of Mercy
and was also in the Mission. We are a pretty
hard-core band. This lineup has been in place
for ten years. Ironically, aimost as long as the
original group.

Did having the Alarm linked to U2 help or
hinder your career?

Absolutely helped. They were the first band
to invite us to America and took us on tour when
we were completely unknown. Bono and the
Edge were on the radio every night saying,
“Don’t play U2 records. Listen to this record The
Stand by the Alarm.” We might have never had
a career if it weren't for them. They could have
had any band in the world open for them, and
they chose us. Every band in the world was
waving checks at them to let them open the War
Tour, and they said, “No, we want the Alarm.”
They lent us gear and their tour bus because we
couldn’t afford anything. U2 has only helped us.

Your new CDs deal with your battie with

leukemia. How is your health these days?

It's good. I'm in remission, but I'm not
cured. | still have a treatment every two
months to maintain the equilibrium in the
hope that eventually a cure will come along.
As long as | stay responsive to the drugs, |
have nothing to fear and should see out a nor-
mal lifespan.

Your fans still shower you with playing
cards during the song “Where Were You
Hiding When the Storm Broke.” Did you
ever think about investing in a playing card
company?

That would have been great, wouldn't it? We
toyed with the idea of having Alarm playing
cards. I'm very grateful that we have never been
billed for the cleanup after our shows. (Laughs.)

Any truth to the rumor that the hole in the
ozone layer can be directly linked to your old
hairstyle?

We hammered the Aqua Net in the '80s. No
doubt about it. The pink bottles were the best.
We are definitely to blame. (Laughs.) We were
hiding when Al Gore and Live Earth came

around. We thought, Oh, no, they're pointing the

finger at us. (Laughs.)

Mike, what inspires you to Kkeep
“Marching On”?

| love to play music. That has been a part of
my life since day one. | learned early on that if
you stop enjoying playing the music, you

shouldn’t be there. That is one of the other rea-

sons | left the original band. | stopped enjoying
it. | got into the band to play my guitar, write
songs and enjoy it, not fight over the order of
the songs or who was singing them. In the very
first interview when someone asked how long
the band would stay going, | said, “As long as
we're enjoying it.” Now | enjoy it more than
ever. We just played Mount Everest, “The High-
est Concert in the World,” and it was brilliant.
We want to tell people that you can beat can-
cer, that you can beat anything in this world if
you put your mind to it, and if you've got the

Records

BRETT NOBLE FOLLOWS UP ON WORD THAT CONFIDENTIAL FILES OF AT
LEAST TWO CELEBRITY PATIENTS AT UGLA HAD BEEN ILLICITLY ACCESSED.

ews of confidentiality breaches usu-
ally conjures up images of criminal
masterminds using advanced com-
puter-hacking techniques to steal personal
information with an ulterior motive. Such was
the case in December 2006 when UCLA com-
munity members—myself included—received
an e-mail announcing that confidential infor-
mation in a university database had been ac-
cessed by “sophisticated hackers.”

Yet it doesn’t always require technological
expertise to become privy to seemingly secure
personal data. Often, employees with access to
confidential records have no malicious intent;
they’re simply curious about their contents.

Naturally, celebrities are most likely to at-
tract the attention of a snoop or outright crim-
inal. For example, in March 2008, several UCLA
Medical Center employees were fired and scores
more disciplined for accessing the medical
records of pop singer Britney Spears. Then in
April the Los Angeles Times reported that an-
other staffer had been dismissed for viewing
the confidential file of "70s Charlie’s Angels

N

me. “Sometimes if you see a last name
that looks familiar, it's tempting to do a bit
more digging just to see if it’s someone
you Know.”

On the morning Britney Spears was
admitted to UCLA Medical Center for psy-
chiatric observation, her medical file was
quickly compromised. “Some of the em-
ployees started asking what room she was
in,” recalled the undergrad, who hasn’t been
disciplined for taking part in the Spears
snooping. “We all share the same user names
and passwords, and someone just sat down
and typed her name into search. We realized it
wasn’t a good idea, but in the moment, it was just
exciting to be able to find out where she was.”

U.S. medical employees who deal with con-
fidential records must undergo training in ac-
cordance with the Health Insurance Portability
and Accountability Act (HIPAA), which requires
“protected healthcare information” to be care-
fully regulated by the various parties who
obtain access to it.

Following the Spears incident, the UCLA

icon Farrah Fawcett, who had been undergoing
cancer treatment.

“It's not only surprising, it’s very frustrating,
and it's very disappointing,” Jeri Simpson, di-
rector of human resources at UCLA's Santa
Monica hospital, told the Associated Press fol-
lowing the Spears incident.

The Spears and Fawcett breaches received
mass media attention, but UCLA employees
can easily find themselves snooping in the files
of ordinary people going about their daily lives
on campus. Although rarely reported, such pri-
vacy invasions should raise major concerns.

| spoke with an undergraduate volunteer
who has been working at the UCLA Medical
Center for just over a year. “| would never go
hunt in the dark and break into somebody’s
office to find stuff out,” the student assured

Medical Center released a statement saying, |

“All staff members are required to sign confi-
dentiality agreements as a condition of their
employment and complete extensive training
on HIPAA-related privacy and security issues.”
The student | spoke with underwent the
mandatory training, yet still said she felt un-
sure about where to draw the boundaries. “It’s
definitely not extensive training by any means,”
she revealed. “You take a quiz online with [hypo-
thetical] scenarios, but it’s all very black-and-
white, unlike what you'd actually run into. It
only took me about five minutes to complete.”

At UCLA’s Office of Undergraduate Admis-
sions, | spoke to a student who had worked
there for approximately eight months during
the 2006-2007 school year. Like the medical
center, the admissions office deals with thou-

sands of private records Said the former
admissions underling, “We had access to all
types of contact information—full name, ad-
dress, e-mail, phone number, Social Security
number—basically all the information listed in
their application, including grades. It was tempt-
ng to look up the records of both friends and
high-profile people, like famous people who
had applied and popular athletes. Some of my
coworkers and | would look up people out of
curiosity, but | never gave anybody’s personal
information to anybody else.”

The ex-employee also said that she had
looked up the grade point averages of several
classmates and discovered that a friend
applying to UCLA had not been admitted—
maintaining she didn’t tell anyone.

The California Department of Public Health
launched an inquiry in response to the aforemen-
tioned celebrity cases. Yet, as curiosity seems to
be an almost-innate human trait, the onus essen-
tially falls on the employees themselves to prac-
tice integrity in the workplace. Whether or not a
snoop’s intentions are innocent or malicious, the
personal information of famous and private cit-
izens alike deserves 1o be kept confidential.
