Further muddying the waters
was McCain’s admission that if his own
minor-aged daughter became pregnant, it
would be a challenging “family decision” as
to whether she would carry the fetus to term.

For some reason, such blatant incoher-
ence has long been played by the national
media as the tough talk of a tell-it-like-it-is
politician. McCain, however, has never been
a true iconoclast as much as a senator who

According to the Tax Policy Center—a non-
partisan, Washington, D.C.-based research
group—McCain’s tax proposals would mean
the nation’s richest 0.1% of taxpayers, which
Includes the Arizona senator and his wife, will
pay $269,364 less in annual federal taxes, on
average. Compare this to the proposals of
alleged “elitist” Barack Obama, who would
have the same income bracket pay three-
quarters of a million more each year, accord-
Ing to the center’s analysis of his proposals.

That’s a difference of a cool mil kicked into
the national coffers each year by those earning
over $2.9 million a year. It would take a /ot of the
rest of us schmoes digging much deeper on Tax
Day to make up that kind of bread! Perhaps old
straight-shooter McCain can own up to just how
he plans to make up such an ugly shortfall?

To be sure, even in the heyday of the
“Straight Talk Express,” he was never able to

the taxpayers’ representative seriously.
While the bar for that is set quite low on
Capitol Hill, it still should be appreciated
when an official has the dogged nature to
expose hyper-costly chicanery.

In probably his finest moment as a sena-
tor, for example, McCain ran to ground the
Boeing fuel tanker scandal, which led to the
conviction and/or resignation of several top
Air Force and Boeing officials, as well as a
corporate fine of $615 million.

However, it has become clear since his
Presidential ambitions came to dominate his
political life that McCain is willing to junk his
moral positions in order to maintain his status
and image with the Republican Party’s loony
and corrupt fringes. Combined with his advanc-
INng age, impulsive nature and abiding faith in
war as a solution to humanity’s problems, it is
obvious he would make a dreadful President.

That is particularly true in McCain’s posi-
tions on the reckless expansion of the Ameri-
can empire, beginning with—but certainly not
ending at—the ambition to colonize Irag. So
intent is he on waving the flag of mindless
militarism that he will even betray his own
experiences and undermine the Constitutional
safeguards against torture.

Consider that in a 1974 paper for the
National War College on his prisoner-of-war
ordeal, McCain wrote of “prisoners being
ordered to sit, kneel or stand for long periods of
time deprived of rest or sleep” as “torture.” For
decades, citing moral and practical reasons, he
maintained that the U.S. must not stoop to the
same level in our treatment of prisoners of war.

Yet now, appallingly, in order to seem
tougher than his Democratic rival, McCain has
the shamelessness to praise Chief Justice
John Roberts for his dissent from the Supreme
Court’s 5-4 vote to extend habeas corpus pro-
tection to Guantanamo prisoners, who have
suffered the same and worse. In other words,
the New McCain does not believe judicial due
process is a human right to be universally hon-
ored. “These are people who are not citizens,”
he said, dismissing the pleading of the tortured.

Well, neither was McCain a citizen of North
Vietnam when he was shot down while bomb-
ing that country. Wouldn't it have been a good
thing if his captors had been restrained by an
independent judiciary? And, anyway, isn’t the
U.S. supposed to be the ethical alternative to
ends-justify-the-means regimes like the one
we were fighting way back when?

Obama, who strongly supported the High
Court’s 5-4 majority decision, clearly believes
it must be. In turn, we must make sure it is his
administration that is in a position to appoint
a new generation of justices who actually be-
lieve in the spirit of the Constitution.

We Need a New
George Orwell!

AS AN ENGLISH NOVELIST FORESAW, BIG BROTHER

KEEPS GETTING BIGGER AND MORE INTRUSIVE.

During the Presidential campaign, neither
candidate has shown any urgent con-
cern for how pervasively this country is be-
coming what George Orwell envisioned in his
futuristic novel 7984. Nor has there been any
marked alarm from the citizenry at the extin-
guishing of our personal privacy—revealing
how conditioned Americans have become to
being under the government’s unblinking eye.

An exception is the alarm raised in an April
10, 2008, editorial in the conservative Wash-
ington Times. Titled “D.C. Police State,” it
condemned the District of Columbia police’s
“unprecedented access to a city network of
5,200 traffic, school and public housing cam-
eras—now to be used for anticrime and anti-

arrested prior to conviction, when you’re still
supposed to be considered innocent.”

| turned to Vincent Warren, executive
director of the Center for Constitutional
Rights (CCR), which is often ahead of the
ACLU in detecting and opposing government
raids on the Constitution. He explained that
“at the end of 2005 a little-noticed provi-
sion—the DNA Fingerprint Act—was slipped
into the Violence Against Women Act (VAWA)
reauthorization bill that provided the federal
government with broadly expanded powers to
collect and permanently keep DNA samples
from millions of people. Under this new law the
government would collect DNA from anyone
arrested for any crime—whether or not they

terrorism purposes in the D.C. police closed-
circuit surveillance system.”

The shaken editorial writer asked, “Do we
then install cameras inside homes and
offices and automobiles?”

Not yet. But no matter who's in the White
House and who controls Congress in 2009,
another 9/11 or its equivalent—a portable
nuclear device detonated in New York City’s
subway system, for instance—could provide a
further negative answer to a recent indignant
protest by Andrew Davis of the Libertarian
Party: “In America, people should not be forced
to assume that they’re being monitored by law
enforcement throughout the day.”

However, I've been alerted by the Wash-
ington-based Defending Dissent Foundation
about a Justice Department plan that is to be
implemented by the end of this year—a grim
farewell gesture by Big Brother George W. Bush.

Have you ever heard of the DNA Fingerprint
Act of 20057 | hadn’t until Sue Udry, Defending
Dissent’s director, reported that once this pro-
posal Kicks in, “federal agencies will be re-
quired to collect DNA samples of everyone

are convicted—any non-U.S. citizen de-
tained by federal authorities for any reason,
and everyone in federal prison.”

This would, of course, include those dan-
gerous Americans exercising their First
Amendment right “peaceably to assemble
and to petition the government for a redress
of grievances” as they denounce an egre-
gious edict like the DNA Fingerprint Act.

If elected President, would Barack Obama
go along with this boundless invasion of our
privacy, aware that, as CCR attorney Matthew
Strugar warns, “DNA is not a simple finger-
print—it contains vast amounts of private
medical information the government has no
business keeping on us”?

Well, candidate Obama approved the “com-
promise” Foreign Intelligence Surveillance bill.
As the ACLU points out, this legislation is “an
unprecedented extension of government sur-
veillance over Americans...[that] permits only
minimal court oversight” over any President’s
serial violations of the Fourth Amendment.

Yet Obama concurred with George W. Bush
and both Republican and Democratic leaders

in Congress that this compromise “firmly re-
establishes basic judicial oversight over all
domestic surveillance in the future.” A Pres-
ident John McCain, not a notable champion
of the Bill of Rights, would hardly disagree.
Not only the Justice Department will be able
~ to harvest the most intimate details of your
medical records. Reading the fine print of the
Justice Department’s presentation of this rule in

 the April 18, 2008, Federal Register reveals:

“This statute also provides that the Attorney
General may ‘direct any other agency of the
United States that arrests or detains individuals
or supervises individuals facing charges to
carry out any function and exercise any power
of the Attorney General under this section.’”

An incalculable number of federal eyes
would be able to sift through whatever signals
your DNA reveals about your potential to be a
risk to America’s national security.

As the climate of fear darkens in this
nation, it’s not inconceivable that the govern-
ment could look with interest at a proposal in
Orwell’'s native land by Gary Pugh, director of
forensic services at Scotland Yard. In the
March 16, 2008, issue of The Observer, Pugh
summarizes how close we are coming to

1984: “Primary schoolchildren should be eli-
gible for the DNA database if they exhibit
behavior indicating they may become crimi-
nals in later life...some experts believe it is

| possible to identify future offending traits in

children as young as five.”

But why not go further back? There are now
multidimensional sonograms that clearly show
the behavior of fetuses in the womb. This
might be a new branch of forensics, leading to
national security abortions. You think I've lost
my marbles? When Orwell’s 7984 was first
published in 1949, some readers scoffed at
haunting passages such as this: “How often,
or on what system, the Thought Police plugged
in on any individual wire was guesswork. It was
even conceivable that they watched everybody
all the time. But at any rate, they could plug
in your wire whenever they wanted 1o.”

That ain't fiction anymore.

id you know that radio has gone HD?

Better sound and many new channels
all on one signal? You didn’t? That’s probably
because you, like so many people, don't lis-
ten to radio anymore. Listenership is down
14% in the past ten years. Today you listen
to your iPod, a CD, Internet programming or
perhaps commercial-free music on one of
the satellite networks. There are so many
better options, especially since your local
radio station has done nothing to maintain
your interest.

Clear Channel...has even contributed campaign
money to George W. Bush. Not surprisingly, the

The floodgates were opened, and the rush
was on. Broadcast groups gobbled up radio
stations faster than you could count. When
the dust settled, the winner was Clear Chan-
nel Communications with 1,250 AM and FM
outlets. Burp!

That's where everything unraveled. In the
past, if you owned a station, you competed
against all the other stations in your market.
They were your sworn enemies. Now they
became your compatriots. With some outfits
owning as many as eight stations in a mar-

only hosts allowed on Clear Channel stations
are, for the most part, of a right-wing bent.

How did this chasm come about? Back in
1996, President Bill Clinton—in one of his
more stupid moments—signed the Telecom-
munications Act, which deregulated broad-
casting. In doing so he changed the way
broadcast companies operate.

Until that time, these companies were
limited in the number of outlets they could
own. The original standard was “the 7-7-7
rule”: seven TV, seven AM and seven FM in
total, with no more than one outlet each in a
particular market. There was one additional
proviso: If you owned all three and a news-
paper in the same market, you had to get rid
of either the newspaper or one of the broad-
cast outlets. With deregulation, all of a sud-
den you could own as many outlets as you
wanted. The newspaper rule still held, sort
of, but Rupert Murdoch of News Corporation
(the parent company of Fox) is trying to get
that waived too.

ket, sales departments were combined, as
were marketing, accounting and the like.
Even programming was consolidated with, in
some cases, a single program director in
charge of more than one station. It goes with-
out saying that tens of thousands of broad-
cast professionals across the country found
themselves out of work. All “redundancies”
were eliminated.

What about radio personalities? You can’t
replace them, right? Enter a nefarious prac-
tice known as “voice tracking.” For years radio
owners had wet dreams over the possibil-
ity of automation, but nothing seemed to
click...until voice tracking. With this tech-
nology the personality comes in to record
just his voice. A computer adds the music
later. Not only does he do the voice for the
shift on his home station, but also for sta-
tions in maybe three or four other markets.
Now one employee has replaced as many as

three others. The station saves even more
by paying the jock only for the time actually
spent working.

Previously, a live four-hour shift paid for
four hours. That same time block now pays
talent only for the duration he worked
recording the show. Remember, music is
added later. Did you know that the person-
ality on your local station isn’t even in its

~ studio? Usually the only live shows are

in the morning, when a certain immediacy
is required.

What if a company owns two stations with
the same format in the same market? Before
deregulation they would compete, each try-

| ing to outdo the other. Now, owned by a sin-

gle master, the lesser of the two stations is
told to hold itself back in deference to the one
considered a “cash cow.” Cost saving and
conglomeration have dragged down a medi-
um that once thrived on competition.

Talk shows remain virtually the only live
programming, but even they have replaced
hundreds of people because most talk is syn-
dicated by satellite. In the process, localism
was Kkilled; talk shows now speak to the
entire nation, not your hometown.

Diversity is another casualty: Clear Chan-

' nel, which makes no effort to hide its politi-

cally conservative stance, has even con-
tributed campaign money to George W. Bush.
Not surprisingly, the only hosts allowed on
Clear Channel stations are, for the most part,
of a right-wing bent.

And what about single-station owners?

In time all things become obsolete. Just
try to find a pay phone these days. The rec-
ord store is all but gone.

Terrestrial radio survived the onslaught of
television by adapting. This time, however, it
may just be the end. Technologically, radio is
a wireless medium with higher quality than
the Internet or MP3s. But the medium that
survived TV may just have been undone by its
biggest foe, greed.

Gore Vidal is universally recognized as a national trea-
sure. Born in West Point, New York, and raised in Washington, D.C., he
began his literary career at the age of 19, producing a string of acclaimed
novels, notably The City and the Pillar, Myra Breckenridge and Lincoin.

Vidal became known for his frank views on sex and America’'s
moral hypocrisy. Reflecting his own reputation, he has said sex is a
continuum, with everyone prone to varying degrees of preference.

In addition, Vidal has also relied on his wit and intellect to skewer
the political establishment while exposing the nature of power and
ambition. Now 82, America’s premier man of letters has railed against
the crimes of the Bush Administration and the neocon takeover of the
U.S. in such recent best-sellers as Dreaming War: Blood for Oil and the
Cheney-Bush Junta and Imperial America: Reflections on the United
States of Amnesia. The venerable wordsmith’s latest book is The
Selected Essays of Gore Vidal.

HUSTLER: Over the years you've delivered your own annual State
of the Union address to counter the President’s. What is the state
of the Union in 20087

GORE VIDAL: Not good. I've never seen it so messed up as it is now.
The haves and have-nots are divided in a way that they’ve never been
before in my lifetime, and | can remember the 1920s and the '30s.
There were rich people then, but there was never such a division. And
| noticed that even the dumb-dumb press has picked up on class. I've
never seen that word used in an American election. Even they’ve got it.

Are you still a committed Democrat?

Yes. | really believe, quite firmly—and with each passing day more
strongly—that the Republican Party must be removed from the United
States of America. It is not a political party in any usual sense; it is a
mind-set of like-minded people who don’t like blacks, don’t like Jews,
don’t like this, don't like that. But they only express such among the
racquet crowd or when they're playing squash.

’'ve always known that since | belonged to that class, but I've never
seen them as totally unsound as they are now. | listen to [John] McCain
whenever he’s on. [He is] as ridiculous a figure as has ever been pro-
posed for President; he knows nothing. He's sort of George W. Bush
writ large, perhaps even smaller. Every time that goon starts to talk
about radical Islam, it's as if he’s talking about Hitler. Everything he
says about the Islamo-terrorists is pure nonsense. | believe that the
Republican Party in America is everything that McCain says the Mus-
lims are. It's a killer party constantly at war.

So the Republican Party doesn’t believe in democracy?

They never did. They believe in money, order, keeping the lower
orders down.

It seems that no matter how many truths are presented, the
Republicans will maintain the same old lie and get away with it.

Well, this is the era of [Karl] Rove. He may be gone from the White
House, but they're still playing by his book. You don’'t have to teach
Americans how to lie; they seem to be born knowing it, but lying has
now become a major art form. It used to be creative writing. And you
see, the thing about this country and the way publicity is manipulat-
ed, there is no lie that you can tell that you will ever be called on. It's
really a very unpleasant country. And | think that's more and more
obvious to more and more people.

For a lot of people, politicians like George W. Bush and John
McCain embody the tough-guy/cowboy approach that is part of
American mythology.

But [the people] have no knowledge of history. What have they got
to measure anything against? [There was] the constant lie about
Saddam Hussein being part of al Qaeda and [that] he bombed New
York! That is a tragic story because he was a great frontman for us in
that part of the world.

Who was responsible for 9/11?

tend to believe his many comments on the sub-
ject, trying to get credit for it and so on. He’s the
usual pig when it comes to PR. And | quite be-
lieve him [when he says], “Get your troops out of
the Holy Land.” Americans can’t conceive of
“holy land.” | mean for all the dumb religion
Americans wallow in, they're not religious at all.
It was fascinating watching His Holiness here. |
watched the whole thing on television. He's a
dicey person, but he’'s Pope. He’s authority;
Americans were just coming in their pants. Here
was the Vicar of Christ on Earth, the heir of Peter,
and oh boy, he’s a good actor too, and he
learned a lot from his predecessor. You saw a
people dying for authority, just dying to be told
what to do. Except they don’t know what to do.
Lose weight, | guess, is the only thing that’s real-
ly in their heads.

Are Americans aware
they’re being lied to?

They pick up a lot. You
should run for office some-
time. | spent a couple of years on my first cam-
paign for the House in Upstate New York and
then a year and a half on the race for the
Senate here [in California]. | got half a million
votes saying exactly whatever popped into
my mind. It worked perfectly well.

As long as you don't deliberately bore them,
| think Americans will pay attention. They have
their likes and dislikes, and it’s hard to gener-
alize the population. Mr. Rove knew how to do
it, but he worked very narrowly. He was think-
ing about elections; he was not thinking about
what the people want. “Was this a good move
or a bad move for America?” None of that, [but
rather]: “Will my candidate win and by how
many votes?” Rove had a kind of genius for our
darkest natures. He knew how to play them.

Why do so many Americans fall for that
kind of manipulation?

Have you seen the educational system?
Have you seen the media? [There’s] no edu-
cation that any proper country would recog-
nize as being education; they don’t know any
history. Why do you think I've been teaching
them history for 40 or 50 years now? This was
not my dream. This should have been done by
the schools, but the schools don't do it.

And the media doesn’t do it.

Worse, it mistakes fiction for nonfiction.

It seems like the corporate media has
the same agenda as the corporations that
control our politicians.

What's the surprise there? What'’s a corpo-
ration to do? Ever since the 14th Amendment,
they're allowed to be entities like human be-
Ings. They can sue in the courts as though

they were individuals who have been outraged,
libeled. And, of course, they’re mostly hoods.

You used to appear frequently on TV.
Why haven’t we seen Gore Vidal lately?

They know that ['m bad news ‘cause | say
awfully shocking things.

Well, how could they not be? This is the
United States. You're asking corporations to stay
out of politics?

20 Reasons NOT
to Vote Republican

Presidential candidate John McCain, a lifelong
Republican, has the support of George W. Bush. Voting for McCain would
be the same as voting for a third Bush term. That should be reason
enough to support anyone but McCain. But if it isn’t, here’s a rundown
of why he’s the worst possible choice for President.

€ icCAIN likes to promote himself as a maverick, but in reality he is
fiercely loyal to the GOP’s right-wing party line, voting in lockstep with the
Bush Administration 100% of the time in 2008 and 95% of the time in 2007,
according to the Congressional Quarterly’s Presidential Support study.

o McCAIN claims he works for the people, but his record shows he
serves his corporate masters first. He voted for 2005’s bankruptcy bill,
which was pushed by credit card companies. The new law—now called
the Bankruptcy Abuse Prevention and Consumer Protection Act of 2005—
means that if you lose your job or get hit by a medical emergency, and
your debts overwhelm you, it will be just about impossible to declare
bankruptcy and make a fresh start.

e McCAIN wants you to think he’s a regular guy, but the real John McCain
IS a wealthy opportunist who married into money, owns several homes and
shows no compassion for homeowners facing foreclosure. McCain blames
homeowners for the mortgage crisis, saying they should “do what is neces-
sary,” including “working a second job” and “skipping a vacation”
to pay their bloated mortgages. The cochairman of McCain’s
campaign, former U.S. Senator Phil Gramm of Texas, is a

longtime lobbyist who has worked to scrap rules that limit £
the predatory practices of banks. Gramm also blocked
legislation—the Emergency Home Ownership and Mort-

gage Equity Protection Act and the Helping Families Save
Their Homes in Bankruptcy Act—that would have bailed
out homeowners. Proving that he is utterly out of touch with
working America, Gramm has called the economic down-
turn a “mental recession” and the USA a “nation of whiners.”
o McCAIN is a corporate lapdog who couldn’t care less about fair
wages and the rights of the working man. He voted against the Civil
Rights Act of 1990, which was designed to fight discrimination by
employers. He voted against stopping employers from interfering in
union organizing. He also repeatedly voted against raising the minimum
wage until finally voting for a meager increase to $7.25 an hour. The
minimum wage still lags far behind the real cost of living and ignores
skyrocketing food and gas prices. Dollar for dollar, the minimum wage
has less buying power than it did when it was first established.

9 McCAIN has helped destroy the U.S. job market by voting for free
trade agreements, most notably NAFTA (North American Free Trade
Agreement) and CAFTA (Central American Free Trade Agreement). Free
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trade agreements like these pander to multinational corporations and
fuel the loss of U.S. jobs to cheaper markets. McCain has also pushed
for the expansion of these agreements and is against including provi-
sions to protect the environment and workers’ rights. McCain also voted
to allow China into the World Trade Organization despite its ongoing
human rights and workers’ rights violations.
o McCAIN is a warmonger who will continue the war in Iraq and push for
military action against Iran. He supported the Bush Administration’s drive for
war, which was based on lies, has cost trillions of dollars and is bankrupting
the American economy. The wars in Iraq and Afghanistan have resulted in
over 4,000 American dead and 30,000 American wounded, while claiming
hundreds of thousands of Iraqi lives, many of them civilians. McCain also
repeatedly opposed a timetable for bringing the troops home, saying
' Americans didn’t care whether we were there for a hundred years.
. He then flip-flopped and said he'd pull the troops out within
D\ four years if he were President.
o McCAIN’s healthcare plan is actually a strategy to
boost the profits of insurance giants like Blue Cross and
does nothing to help those who really need healthcare.
He favors tax breaks for people to buy medical insurance
from insurance companies instead of expanding coverage
to the seriously ill and needy. Under his own health insur-
ance model, McCain himself could not be insured because of
| his age and preexisting medical conditions. His cynical advice to
the public has been to “adopt health habits” such as eating better and exer-
cising. In other words, don't get sick.
€) icCAIN claims he cares about children and the poor, but he voted
against expanding the State Children’s Health Insurance Program (SCHIP)
in 2007 and defended Bush’s heartless veto of the bill. Expansion of SCHIP,
which is governed by Title XXI of the Social Security Act, would have pro-
vided healthcare funds for less-fortunate children. The Children’s Defense
Fund rated McCain the worst senator in Congress for children.
o McCAIN ignores the realities of teaching and education. He voted
for Bush’s No Child Left Behind Act of 2001, which has turned out to be
a total failure. The law forced schools to lower educational goals and
lacked adequate funding for schools to meet the law’s demands. Six

years after it was passed, studies show that the program has done noth-
Ing and that student achievement has stagnated, according to the inde-
pendent Forum on Educational Accountability.

@ McCAIN claims to be in favor of keeping corporate money out of pol-
itics and wants you to forget that he tried to disrupt a federal investiga-
tion of one of his big-money donors. As one of the scandalous Keating
Five, McCain took over $100,000 in contributions from Lincoln Savings
and Loan chief Charles Keating, then tried to disrupt the investigation of
the bank during the Savings & Loan debacle. He was rebuked by the
Senate Ethics Committee for his conduct. The Keating Five scandal was
widely covered by major news media, including the New York Times.
@ McCAIN tried to score points with Bush and his corporate cronies by
embracing Bush’s tax cuts for the wealthy in 2007 after first voting against
them in 2001. He also promoted tax cuts for Big Business, including low-
ering the corporate tax rate from 35% to 25% and parroting Bush’s tired
mantra that tax breaks for business is a pro-growth strategy. Bush’s tax
breaks during a time of war are destroying the U.S. economy.

B McCAIN claims to be concerned about global warming and the envi-
ronment, but he missed every major vote on environmental issues in the
current Congressional session. He has also claimed to be in favor of reg-
ulating greenhouse gases but has never voted for it. He was ranked by
the League of Conservation Voters as the worst member of Congress on
environmental matters.

@ McCAIN showed his disregard for our basic freedoms when he
voted for the USA PATRIOT Act and its reauthorization. The law is uncon-
stitutional, as it strips Americans of many basic liberties, including freedom
of speech, the right to freely protest, the right to privacy and protection
against undue search and seizure. For more on the USA PATRIOT Act, go
to Action.ACLU.org/ReformThePatriotAct.

@ McCAIN violated a bedrock principle of the U.S. Constitution when
he voted for the Military Commissions Act of 2006, taking away habeas

to choose and has consistently voted in line with the pro-life agenda on
abortion and sex-related legislation. Regarding the historic Supreme
Court ruling that legalized abortion, he said, “| do not support Roe v.
Wade. It is a flawed decision that must be overturned.”
@ McCAIN displayed his total lack of judgment and integrity when he
sought the endorsement of fundamentalist fanatics Ron Parsley and
John Hagee, then backiracked when the endorsements drew public out-
rage. Parsley has called for holy war against Islam, while Hagee has
called the Catholic Church the “Great Whore” and believes the Bible
prophesizes the invasion of Iran.
@ McCAIN claims to be a nice guy, but by many accounts he’s an old-
school bigot. He voted in 1983 against creating a federal holiday in honor
of murdered civil rights leader Martin Luther King Jr. In an attempt to gain
voter sympathy in 2000, McCain said his nay vote was a mistake.

NEED MORE? HERE ARE A COUPLE OF BONUS REASONS!
@ McCAIN has a hot temper that earned him the nickname John
McNasty. He has a history of verbal assaults and physical intimidation
against people who disagree with him, particularly fellow members of
Congress. In an April 2008 article the Washington Post documented that
McNasty’s rage has been leveled at Senators Chuck Grassley, Richard
Shelby and Bob Smith, among others, as well as GOP operatives and
reporters. Those familiar with McCain’s dark side, including some in his
own party, have said that the idea of John McNasty in the powerful posi-
tion of U.S. President should frighten every American.
@ McCAIN is 72 years old and, if elected, would become the oldest
person ever inaugurated as President. Already showing signs of demen-
tia, McCain is plagued by inconsistency, irritability and blatant confusion
of facts. Among other things, he has said that Russian leader Viadimir
Putin was the president of Germany and repeatedly confuses key details
about American foreign involvement—in particular the critical distinc-
tions between the Shia and Sunni in Iraq. @

@ McCAIN has adopted the position that America
doesn’t need to be any better than its enemies when it
comes to committing war crimes.

Authorizing cruel and unusual treatment not only under-
mines the principle that the United States does not tor-
ture, but also encourages enemies to mistreat captured
American soldiers.

(D McCAIN trades on his reputation as a war hero, but
he was actually a military brat who graduated near the
bottom of his U.S. Naval Academy class and eventually lost
five aircraft during his armed services career. McCain’s
dubious war record is documented at TheRealMcCain.com
and ForAndAgainst.com.

D) MicCAIN claims to be pro-military but has fought to
limit a Gl bill—officially named the Post-9/11 Veterans
Educational Assistance Act—that would pay for veterans to
go to college. Arguing that the benefits encourage soldiers
to leave active duty, he has sought to cut back benefits and
delay the point at which veterans could claim benefits.

HUSTLER: What do you remember about your N.W.A. days?

ICE CUBE: My best memory was that we were doing some-

thing constructive. You know what | mean? There were so many
things to get into that weren’t constructive. | felt good that | was
doing something that was not only fun, but also being a part of
hip-hop and being respected. Even before N.W.A. it was about

_ finding something to do. Because | grew up in an area [of

~ South Central Los Angeles] where we used to have after-

school programs. We used to have Little League. But as

soon as | came of age, all those things started leaving the

community. We were still into football and basketball, but the
parks were closing, and things started to dwindle.

We were looking for more things to get into. You could either
get into good shit or get into bad shit. Hip-hop was good even
though adults didn’t like it. It had a good energy. With N.W.A.,
| was around people that were making records. We had

a style that we knew people in our neighborhood liked, but
didn’t know people would like around the world. So being West
Coast rappers, we went for it! | still haven’t come down off that
cloud which has carried me on this journey. I'm still riding that
same wave that started when | was 17 years old.
When you hear tracks from back in the day, do you recog-
nize that younger version of yourself?

Yeah, totally. | listen to those old tracks, not often, but every now and
then. My kids are getting into that kind of stuff now. I'm the same guy |
hear on those cuts. Just a very young version of me. At 17 or 18 years
old you only know 17 or 18 years’ worth of shit. You know what | mean?
Twenty years later you know more.

You’ve collaborated with Dr. Dre, but do you keep in touch
with the other N.W.A. guys?

| talk to MC Ren and Yella. Every now and then we get on the phone
and try to make things happen. Ren sent me some beats for my new
album. Yella is thinking about putting a channel on the Internet net-
work | got called UVN-TV [UVNTV.com]. You know, we keep in contact.
We might do some business together in the future.

What was the groupie scene back then?

The groupie situation don't change. (Laughs.) They always the same.
You got a group that people like, the women gonna be around. Period.
| don’t know if that will ever stop.

As a family man, how do you deal with groupies now?

| don’t give a fuck about groupies no more! Them days is over. I've

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been in the game over 20 years, man. The
whole scene is played out.

Why do you think white suburban kids
love hip-hop?

It’s the voice of the youth, and | think that’s
the draw. It’s the voice for a kid who might not
be able to sing or might not be able to play an
instrument. Hip-hop gives them a chance to be
a part of music. Rap gives them a chance to
express themselves. That is the ingredient that
brings all these different cultures together.

Are they drawn to the graphic lyrics?

The youth having a chance to express them-
selves in the most real and uncensored way
possible is the key. When it comes to getting on
TV or being in magazines—except HUSTLER,
you can be yourself in HUSTLER—most of
the world they want to suppress reality if it
crosses a certain social line. It's all expression
and how people feel. Profanity. Sex.

How did you make the initial transi-
tion into acting?

| wasn’t even thinking about acting. That
was the furthest thing from my mind. | had
just left N.\W.A. and was trying to get respect
as a solo artist. | was just focused on frying to
be the best MC in the world. | met John
Singleton, who directed Boyz N the Hood,
when he was just an intern at The Arsenio Hall
Show. | was backstage, and he recognized
me from being in N.W.A. | didn’t have a recog-
nizable face at the time, so | knew he had
done his homework. He told me he was at
USC film school and had a movie | would be
perfect for. | was like, “Yeah, right. Sure kid."

Two years later here he come with a
script asking me to try it. He had me audi-
tion. | was terrible because | hadn’t ever read
the script. He had me come in again. When |
read the script and found out it was about how
we grew up, | said, man, | can do this. It's easy.
| like the filmmaking process. | like creating on
that level. Once | got into it, | never got out.

Why do you think so many of your hip-
hop contemporaries—such as Ilce-T and
Queen Latifah—got into acting?

| think if you got the charisma, you should
go for it. It's not like brain surgery. Anybody
who has it can do it. You could. It's not the
hardest thing in the world. You just got to have
something that the camera likes or loves.
Musicians before us have done it. You go to
Frank Sinatra and Elvis [Presley] and on.
People like your music and your personality,
they might want to see you on the big screen.

What films are you most proud of?

Boyz N the Hood because it was my first
film. Friday because it's the first one that |

wrote and produced. Those two are closest to
me. Three Kings I'm proud of because it kind
of took me to another level. xXx I'm proud
of—xXx: State of the Union (laughs), not to
be confused with the Vin Diesel xXx movie.
That one also took me to another level as far
as an actor and people accepting me as more
than just a one-dimensional actor.

What was working on Three Kings like?

We worked outside of Phoenix in a place
called Casa Grande, Arizona. Working out there
with George Clooney, Mark Wahlberg, Spike
Jonze and director David 0. Russell was fun. |
think we made an interesting movie. In shoot-
ing the movie, | was very confused by how out

of order we shot it. Sometimes | would ask,
“Are we making a serious movie, or are we
making a comedy?” There were all these
comedic things happening in a serious frame.
But when it all came together, it worked.

Any films you regret doing?

| mean, | don’t think | should have done
Ghosts of Mars. | don’t like that movie. I'm a
big fan of John Carpenter. The only reason |
did it was because John Carpenter directed
it, but they really didn’'t have the money to
pull the special effects off. It was a movie that
should have been done in 1979.

Ever turned down a role you should
have taken?

| was offered Menace Il Society, but |
turned it down because | had just done Boyz
N the Hood and Trespass. | didn't want to get
stuck playing just characters from the hood.

That's the only one | said, “Damn, that’s a
good movie | wish | had been in.”

As your acting career thrives, have you
ever considered dropping Ice Cube and
using your real name?

Nah, because that's mine. lce Cube is for
the public. You know what | mean? My real
name is my real name, and that’s for me. |
don’t want to give that.

Have you ever thought about leaving
music behind?

Nah, music is my heart. First | did it from the
heart. | didn't know | was going to make a
quarter at it. | became rich and famous off the
music. Now | can really do it again back from
the heart because | don’t have to sweat
about the game the music business plays. |
can just worry about Ice Cube fans that are
down with the stuff that | do—aqgive it to
them and be happy with whatever | get
back from that.

The movies have provided me with a
cushion. It makes me a better artist be-
cause I'm not worrying about the things
that most big artists are worrying about,
which is making money back for the peo-
ple that invested in it. | put out my own
records with my own money.

Having appeared in mainstream fam-
ily movies, how do you maintain street
cred as a rapper?

Because in a movie I’'m just an actor.
In real life I'm me. People think if you do
a certain type of movie that you're a cer-
tain type of person. People think: “Oh,
[because] you did a family-friendly movie
or comedy like Barbershop, you can’t be
hard.” That ain’t got nothing to do with
me. That is a character I'm playing. To me
hip-hop is reality.

A lot of people go to movies for a lot of dif-
ferent reasons. Poor people go to the movies
to escape the shit they are going through.
Why give it back to them when they get
there? If I'm spending a hundred dollars or
whatever it cost for me to take my family out,
why would | go see the same shit that | can
see in my neighborhood? I'm gonna go see
something that pulls me away for a few
hours. That's why people enjoy the movies,
because it takes them away.

Are you really playing Kotter in a big-
screen version of Welcome Back Kotter?

Yeah, there is a truth to that. I'm not
going to be “up your nose with a rubber
hose!” It’s not that. If you remember the TV
show, in 1979 even for a sitcom they talked
about some real issues. They were dealing
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"See this nasty herpes sore?! Give me your wallet
or I'll kiss you!”

"Let me guess. You're coming off a bad relationship.”

with some Kids that no one wanted to deal with.

Fast-forward: You take any situation in South Central
Los Angeles, and you can have these same Kind of kids.

We are bringing the movie to the future and putting
a little twist on it. Purists may hate it, but I'm not going
to do like a Brady Bunch-style spoof of it. I'm gonna do
a real movie about a real teacher with some kids that
are dangerous but likable and reachable. It’s a dram-
edy to me. It's a drama in the way Fast Times at Ridge-
mont High is. It's not new slapstick comedy. It's more
or less old-school cool comedy.

You need to get at her. It's just like she ain’t fucking with
me. That's cool. | ain’t fucking with her neither. That’s her
problem, and the world may never know. (Laughs.)

Who are you backing this election year?

| want Obama to win simply because we need
something new. We need a change. We don't need
that same old same old. Those other candidates are
not going to inspire me to do nothing [other] than
what I've been doing every day: Get up, go to work,
worry about my family and the people | love. Right
now it is time. Let’s stop playing this bullshit game.
Let’s play it together and win. That’s why we losing,
because it’s a team divided.

Can we play with your Yo-Yo?

Yeah, go on, take her! Shit! Do what you want with
her. (Laughs.) Just send me 20 percent, (Laughs.)

What is your new CD like?

Raw Footage is just that. It's raw. It's not com-
mercialized hip-hop.

If |
like it, I'll do it again and again. And again! Guys who are into
the missionary position better not even bother to talk to me.”
Ryan Keely, however, has no rules. “As long as it feels good,
you can count me in. | feel bad for girls who put restrictions
on sex.

Both nymphos agree on one other thing: This was the most

satisfying afternoon each had ever experienced.

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“Hey, Mancow! It’s Chris Farley! Let's—" Erase.

“Hey, 'Cow! I've called before—" Erase.

“Why won't you call me back? |—" Erase.

Thirty frantic messages were on my home answering machine
the night Chris Farley died. | never heard the full messages. Erase.
How had it gotten to this point? Erase. He was a huge comedy star
and had been a dear friend. Toward the end of his life | cringed at
the thought of even talking to him. In those final messages there
was a sound of real desperation in his voice. The next day he was
dead. Was he calling for help, or did he just want me to be a part
of that dramatic final act? I'll never know. Erase.

Chris was found dead in the same Chicago apartment where we
had discussed the wonders of the universe. At that time I’d written
a best-selling book about the death of my father from cancer. Chris
both loved and feared the book. He told me repeatedly his single
biggest worry was having to bury his own dad. As it turned out, he
didn’'t have to worry about that.

People are shocked to learn Chris Farley had a deep Catholic

faith. At tlmes he would go to church almﬂst
every day. He prayed for the spirit to rein in his thirsty soul and
crush his demons. We would talk for hours about our heavenly
Father and our own earthbound ones.

Sweating, massive, but amazingly graceful, Chris would act out
childhood memories and impersonate his father. He was worried
about his father’s enormous size and health. In his best movie,
Tommy Boy, there’s a scene where he talks to his dead movie dad
on a sailboat. That was the Chris Farley | knew, his only truly
“naked” real moment captured on film.

We met after he’d already shot to fame on Saturday Night Live.
He was a fan of mine, which was flattering. | was a fan of his. We

just hit it off. He was different from any other comedian I've ever

known. Dan Aykroyd (who was in Tommy Boy) and others make
money mimicking “chumps.”

Well, Chris loved those “chumps”! He didn’t feel that he was
brilliant and that all his fans were mere rubes. At the height of his
stardom I'd see him with a doorman, street cleaners, construction
workers or whomever. He'd suck in his gut. Bam! Down went his

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pants. Tumble over. Big fake embarrass-
ment. Huge laughs. Repeat. Not for the
“dough-ray-me,” but to make some poor
guy’s day a bit brighter.

We would argue about John Belushi. |
never got it! The book Wired and firsthand
stories from those who actually knew
Belushi convinced me he was not to be
admired. Chris wouldn’t hear of it: “Belu-
shi's a comedy god!” Chris did cocaine
because of all those Belushi stories he'd
heard from SNL alumni. Damn them! In my
opinion they helped kill Chris. Character
matters to me.

In the Second City the second-most-
famed skyscraper is the John Hancock
Center. Jerry Springer lives there, my radio
station was there, and Chris Farley lived
above the clouds overlooking Lake Michi-
gan. It also houses a Cheesecake Factory
restaurant in its basement. So we worked,
ate and hung out together.

Chris would order me to study the clown
art in his apartment, pushing my face closer
by applying pressure to the back of my
skull. “Look closer!” he'd tell me. | stare at
them, and they’re funny at first, but then
they become spooky and sad.”

In my opinion, when Chris looked in the
mirror, he saw a fraud. He believed the illu-
sion that fame would somehow cleanse him.
Chris was what is called a “natural.” Naturals
never fully appreciate their gifts. He never
had to work at “his craft”; he just was.

Chris looked as out of place in this
world as a Ringling Brothers clown would
while walking down Michigan Avenue. He
dressed in bright
yellows and greens
and wore comi-
cal, funky glasses.
His ties constant-
ly fought the los-
ing battle to get past his belly. Perhaps he
wore them that way because it was just
funnier. He had the kind of body no tailor
could fit, his sleeves always too long, pants
always too short. “Fat guy in a little suit,”
Chris would sing, lurching forward to illus-
trate the point, his arms jutting from his
suits like the Lost in Space robot claws.

No matter how constricting his suits
looked, that boy could move, from his SNL
breakout role as a Chippendales dancer
(opposite Patrick Swayze) to high kicking in
Beverly Hills Ninja. “This Spruce Goose can
fly,” he'd laugh. In his apartment’s “script
room” Chris would waltz past the director’s
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chairs—one from each of his movies,
all with his name stenciled on
them—to get another massive line of
cocaine, all as gracefully as the bal-
lerina hippos of Disney’s Fantasia.

It was in the “script room” where
we talked about Chris’s dream of
doing the Fatty Arbuckle movie that
David Mamet penned. | believe the
role would have cemented him as
a major actor. It was to be a se-
rious movie about the silent film
comedian who got ruined after he
was accused of raping a woman
to death, allegedly with a cham-
pagne bottle.

“You fly, | buy,” Chris would
repeat over and over until you
would go and get him booze. One
time at my apartment on Wacker
Street, | came home to find my
furniture all over the place and
Chris in a state of undress. My then-
girlfriend was terrified, claiming
Chris had tried to rape her.

Chris was red-faced, sweating
and looking guilty. He apologized
to me later, but | never felt the same about
him. Would he have raped my girl? Was he
just like one of those frat guys that are way
too aggressive with women? | don’t know
or care. He tried to be with my girl, and he
was my friend. Funny Clown had become
Spooky Clown, and Sad Clown was just
around the corner.

From Chris’s tiny “script room” there
was a million-dollar view of the Great Lake

Would he have raped my girl? Was he
just like one of those frat guys that
are way too aggressive with women?

Michigan; inside was a mountain range
of cocaine only Scarface could afford—
or a movie star. No fat kid from Madison,
Wisconsin, ever prays for that when they
grow up. No, that was a gift from Holly-
wood, USA.

| never did cocaine with Farley. But after
he died, the lure of it was unbearable,
and | wanted to. What is the attraction? He
would joke that it kept him skinny. Chris
was ashamed and embarrassed if | watched
him do what he called “the toot,” the “nose
candy,” the “booger sugar.” He would ask
me to look away. In his heart he hated that
he had become a slave to addiction.

I’d joke with him, in a deadly serious
way, telling him, “Fatso comedians die
young...like John Candy, Curly Howard of
the Three Stooges, John Belushi.” He'd
“yes” me—then do more cocaine.

One time he had this crazy idea we
should become blood brothers. We sawed
away with knives on our own hands. No
blood. It was harder than we thought. We
chickened out. The next time | saw him he
had a friendship
bracelet and tied it
on my arm, telling
me | was now his
brother. He later
joked that we were
going steady and that | was his boyfriend
because of the bracelets.

After Chris’s death, mine stayed on for
years until it finally rotted off my arm.
Fragments of it now sit atop a framed
photo of Chris in my office.

One blistering afternoon a couple
of years ago a typically fat Chicago cop on
horseback dismounted and asked me if |
wanted to “see something cool.” He pro-
duced from his wallet a picture. Sweat was
in my eyes, blurring my vision. | really
couldn’t figure out what | was looking at
until I saw the friendship bracelet | had tied
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on Chris's arm. The cop thought it was
hilarious. “It's your buddy!” he laughed.

It took awhile to register. It was a pre-
autopsy photo of Chris. He had foam rolling
out of his mouth and nose. Poor Chris.
Bastard cop. | went into the courtyard of

the church across from the John Hancnck T f.: Fe

building. | wept.

“A little bitty tear let me down, spmled
Chris would sing as =%

my act as a clown,”
Burl Ives, over and over when we got
together. Over and over. He would then
ask me for the 400th time, “If Fatty
falls down, goes boom, would it always
be funny?”

“Always,” I'd reassure him. “And if it
ever becomes not funny, it won't matter
anymore.”

It's hard for the twentysomethings work-
iIng on my radio show to believe that the
now-tedious Steve Martin, Eddie Murphy,
Dan Aykroyd and Chevy Chase were ever
cutting-edge comedians. Wherever Chris
Farley sent himself—heaven or hell—at
least he won’t have to reinvent himself as
they did. His brand of humor will eternally
bring laughs. The curse of his contempo-
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raries is a slow
tortured death by
incrementalism.
Jim Morrison,
Pl John Belushi and
Jesus all left this
mortal coil around
the same age as
Chris. They all
became bigger in
death. Chris has
become smaller in
death, and | can’t
wrap my mind
around that. There
was humility to
Farley’'s work that
far surpassed his
idols. If he and
Belushi share the
same afterlife, |

have a feeling Chris isn’t that interested in
John after all. Chris always had an audi-
ence of just one anyway—nhis father.

In my last conversation with one of his
agents, the guy yelled at me, “Stop doing
cocaine with my client!” | furiously told him
that | didn’t do cocaine and that because
Chris was worth so much money to him,
maybe he should hire an ex-Marine to slug
Chris every time he tried to take a snort.

Chris and | had nights when | would
leave him at 9:30 only to see him waiting
for me when my radio show ended the next
morning, geeked out on something, talking
a mile a minute, sometimes with one of his
brothers in tow. They would look at me like
| was the bad guy who was enabling Chris.

That wasn’t the case! How could | stop
him? Those fsk-tsk looks from his brothers,
not to mention the New York Post running
a front-page picture of me and Chris the
day after he died—that’s what kept me
from his funeral. God, how stupid and self-
ish of me.

| remember running into David Spade at
the Four Seasons in Beverly Hills only to get
the distinct feeling (to my surprise) Spade
hated Chris Farley’s guts. Chris had
explained that he’d stolen Spade’s girl-
friend and that their relationship had
been rough ever since. Too bad, because
that comedy team could have
been classic. Apparently, Far-
ley succeeded In taking fthat
s {ricnd’s girl.

Chris
went crazy and yelled how important he
was to this minimum-wage puke. Very odd,
based on the Chris | knew...but not that
odd to many others.

Chris told me the only famous Hollywood-type
who really tried to help him was Tom Arnold.
When | interviewed Tom in April 2008, he told me
in his rat-a-tat-tat style that Farley was a manip-
ulative addict. “Fourteen rehabs and he was fat?!
You gotta pick your poison. Heath Ledger was
younger and healthier than Farley and look at
what happened.”

Tom went on to tell me some heartbreaking
stories of how poorly Chris treated his brothers
and friends. He said Farley’s last three movies
were awful; Chris knew it and was freaking out.
Tom finally told me, “Don’t feel guilty about Chris.
There was nothing any of us could have done.”

One night, Farley called me, crazed. He had
“broken out” of rehab and wanted to go see
his good buddy Chris Rock live. “Stop by my
house first.”

Stop by | did. Farley was nervous and ex-
cited to see his old Saturday Night Live buddies.
We would be sitting with Timmy Meadows and
his wife.

“Those guys did all the work!” Farley mar-
veled. “Sandler worked. Spade worked. | would
just show up and fall down and act like a horse’s
ass. | wish | could write like them.” He was lucid
and fresh...but not for long.

*Just a splashy-poo for flavor,” he would say.

| would tell him, “No booze! Period!”

“Just a splash, a misting!” he countered. It did
start out as just a drop of liquor to an entire can
of Coca-Cola. By the time we left for the show, the
proportions were drastically reversed: a drop of
soda per tumbler of heavy alcohol. He was chug-
ging the hooch like a kid with a fresh glass of
Kool-Aid.

As the Eiffel Tower is to Paris, the Chicago
Theater’s vertical sign is to the Windy City. We
walked past that landmark sign and into The
Chris Rock Show. Farley detoured straight to the
bar. When we reached our seats, Tim Meadows
seemed shocked to see us. He whispered,
“What’s he on?”

| told him booze.

“Uh-huh,” he said, disbelieving. Meadows and
his wife were polite, but this was not the warm
friendship Farley had billed it as. No time for
chitchat either because he was soon back at the
bar, stopping for those “Yes, | am Chris Farley”
moments and photos with fans.

Farley was in and out of his seat, running up
and down the aisles so often that it became rude
and distracting. This is not how one behaves at a
friend’s show.

In the alley next to the theater we met up with
Chris Rock. He was as polite as Tim Meadows had
been but also kept his distance. Farley kicked
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"Okay, Mr. Tobin, let's check if that righ
side is numbed up yet

In the 1990s, power ballads “More Than Words” and “Hole Hearted” propelled Extreme to superstar- /;
dom. After more than a decade together the hard rock band broke up, paving the way for Gary
Cherone’s less-than-notable stint as a Van Halen replacement singer. Today the boys from
Boston are back with a new CD and tour. Guitarist Nuno Bettencourt sat down to discuss
Extreme’s rebirth, groupies and his short (and odd) stay in Perry Farrell’s bizarre circus.

HUSTLER: How did Extreme get back together?

NUNO BETTENCOURT: First, my kids disappeared. Then | got a ransom note from Gary
Cherone that read: “If you don’t do this record, you don’t get the kids back.” So | had
no choice. (Laughs.)

Were you angry that your singer broke up Extreme to join Van Halen?

Gary didn’t break up the band. He did Van Halen because I'd left the band a year
earlier. We were about to do a new record, and | didn't like the way we were

going with it. We were having a lot of the same old Behind the Music story:
Band is close; band has hits and makes a ton of money; band then can't stand
each other. Stupid shit. I'm the one that told Gary he had to do Van Halen.

Is the new CD, Extreme, hard rock or acoustic?

An Extreme record is always a mix of both. The band has two sides. The
rock 'n’ roll side is 75 to 80% of what we do, and there are some acoustic
songs like “Hole Hearted” and “More Than Words.” People ask me all the time
if “More Than Words” being a hit was a curse. | always say, “Are you kidding
me?” | wrote that song. | wrote it on the porch of my house just like | wrote
any other song. Let me see, what was better, no hits and no one knowing the
rest of the record, or a hit that turned on new fans who came to the show?
Having that hit was a blessing. On this new album we have a track called
“Take Us Alive,” which is “Hole Hearted” on steroids.

Are you looking forward to going on tour again?

Oh, yeah! It's all about touring, really. | hate, despise making records. If |
didn’t have to, | would never make a record. In my eyes it’s like a bad reality
show. It's unnatural. The second someone puts a camera on you, your reali-
ty is no longer reality. Recording to me is a pain in the ass of jamming and

rocking on these great songs,
and we are done. Then you
have to go through capturing
what we already have.

Is that why you recorded
most of the new CD live?
Yeah. That was the only
way we could get the right
vibe. We were worried be-
cause we would finish play-
Ing a song and say, “Fuck,
that was great. Wish we
could make that the take.”
So we decided let's make
that the take.

How would you de-
scribe your brief involve-
ment with Perry Farrell's
band Satellite Party?

It was one of those inter-
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esting L.A. stories. You can't help but go to parties out here. | was hanging
around with Tom Morello [Rage Against the Machine, Audioslave], and Perry was
at one of his parties, so we talked. He called me a few months later, and | went
to his house. Flea [Red Hot Chili Peppers] was there. We wrote and played a
few songs. It was always Perry’s vision for this thing/band called Satellite
Party. | always thought Perry was cool with Jane’s Addiction and thought we
could make an interesting combination. It started off great. He asked me to be
his partner in crime—his Joe Perry/Keith Richards—and | agreed.

Unfortunately, weeks before the record came out, | didn’t recognize the
vision, him or anyone involved in the project anymore. It was like | was never
there or never involved. It turned into this crazy cabaret thing that | was not
interested in. Suddenly, Perry’s wife ended up on the cover even though she
wasn't that involved. Not to slag, but the band was Perry’s thing, and | just
thought | was a bit more involved. | guess | wasn't. He used it as a platform
to make his wife and he more of an item. Sort of a Captain & Tennille thing
or a bizarro Sonny & Cher, and | didn’t want to be part of that band anymore.
To be honest, | was a bit embarrassed in Europe between what she was
wearing, and then | went from being in a rock band to learning choreogra-
phy. Don’t get me wrong, | love the Marx Brothers, but.. ..

Do you have any good groupie stories?

| hesitate because there were some pretty crazy, insane, life-threatening
groupie stories. It’s hard to talk about them because they are still out there.
Someone following you around the world. You would see her everywhere in

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the first couple of rows just staring at you—
in New York, then L.A. You get off an elevator
at the wrong floor, and she Is standing there.
It got to the point where she was running at
me in slow motion at one point, pulling some-
thing out of her jacket while security is step-
ping in. It became really obsessive and crazy.

Coming up in the late '80s and early '90s,
whether you signed up for it or not, everybody
has their tales of walking on the bus, and
something’s going on. Whether you sum-
moned it or not, there are girls doing each
other on the floor. That’s just what goes on.

. when you get thrown into a situation where
you're sitting with your idols, and they know
your name. Like when we were at Wembley
Stadium in England as part of the Freddie
\Viercury tribute, and there we were in a room
waiting to go on and sitting there with David
Bowie and all the heroes we ever had.

Those were the unforgettable rock star
moments. Meeting Brian May of Queen, who
had affected me. Meeting Jimmy Page, who
came up to me and knew my name to shake
my hand when | was even afraid to talk to
him because he was the soundtrack of my

Don’t Let It Break You Down

In the early 1990s, Jesse Malin became the
poster boy for New York City’s Lower East Side
gutter punk/glam/rock scene as the lead singer of
D Generation. When it all was said and done,
Malin picked up an acoustic guitar and found his
true voice.

HUSTLER: How did you go from leading D
Generation to becoming a sensitive singer/
songwriter?

JESSE MALIN: | always liked songs. The first
stuff | got into as a kid was stuff like Jim Croce,
Chuck Berry, Sam Cooke and old Elton John. So to
me, even when | was doing my old band D Gener-
ation, we always listened to a lot of things from
Neil Young to Counting Crows and even Billy
Bragg, Elvis Costello and Graham Parker. In punk
| always liked the songwriters. Mick [Jones] and
Joe [Strummer] from the Clash were my Lennon
and McCartney growing up. Then Paul Wester-
berg. | thought if | could play my songs on a Mar-
shall stack, then | could play them with an
acoustic guitar. It is all about the content. | didn't
reinvent myself, but decided to get quieter to
make people listen.

Was there a conscious effort to make your
first solo CD sound so drastically different
from D Generation’s material?

| worked a lot fo find a new voice for myself. In
D Generation | was screaming a lot, hitting myself
with the microphone. It was tight and full of angst. |
think anger still has a very important place in rock
music—even if you’re a “singer/songwriter.” |
wanted to redefine myself, so | stripped it down.

How did you hook up with singer/songwriter
Ryan Adams?

When | was in D Generation, | became friends
with him after we played a show in North
Carolina. We just started hitting it off, talking
about Bad Brains, Sonic Youth, Neil Young, the
Replacements and New York and beer and gui-
tars. Ryan moved to New York, and we started
palling around. He was really encouraging me to
go solo. | thought that was kind of scary because
if you were a solo artist, that was a bit too adult.
Like Jackson Browne. | was used to being in a
gang and having some humor about it.

Flash forward: Ryan heard my demos and
offered to produce the first record. He had a week
off in his touring schedule, and we went into New

York’s Loho Studio and did the record live in five
days, warts and all.

How did Bruce Springsteen end up on your
Glitter in the Gutter CD?

Came about in one fruity way in that he had
been someone. Just because of his street type of
lyrics and the honesty and the working class stories
with cinematic-ness of his stuff that spoke to me. |

said to my manager when we finished g™

the first solo CD that | wished Bruce
could hear this. | knew he was a D
Generation fan because | met him at the
Grammys when we were on Columbia. |
also did a cover of “Hungry Heart” for a
Bruce benefit CD called Light of Day. He
heard that and got my record.

One night he came down to see me

at The Stone Pony club in Asbury Park, New |

Jersey, but missed the show. We ended up talking
backstage after it. He asked me to play some
benefit shows with him. We did a week of shows
with his band backing me up doing my songs and
then him doing his songs. It was pretty surreal
and wonderful. Years later | told him that | was
starting my third record in L.A. He said if some-
thing came up, he'd like to be on it, but only if
something came up. He was very humble about it.

| was living in Los Angeles when we started
going through the 30 songs. | had this song | had
written about my mom, which | didn’t really know
that it was about, She died when | was in my
teens, and she was a frustrated singer who had
gone through a bad divorce, ended up being a
waitress and makeup artist—whatever she had
to do to get by and raise us kids.

If a song came on in the car for two or three min-
utes, and if it was the right song, she would start
singing it. You could just feel the liberation and
power. | started thinking about how for people in
their horrible days, music can be that kind of sal-
vation. | said this is a song for Bruce. The piano
style of it had a Neil Young/Springsteen '70s thing.

| sent him a rough vocal and a letter. Didn't
hear from him until two weeks later; then | had a
very L.A. moment driving down the freeway in a
rent-a-car, and it was Bruce calling from his home
in New Jersey, saying he loved it and let’s go. | got
out of L.A. for a bit and went to his home studio.
He pulled up on his motorcycle and did a song | wrote

about my mom in my crappy lit-
tle apartment, and here’s the guy that sang “Thun-
der Road,” and we're doing it together. We recently
shot a video in his barn in New Jersey and in my old
neighborhood, the Lower East Side in New York.

What is your songwriting process like?

| always carry a pen and am scribbling stuff—
writing on popcorn bags in the movies, scraps of
paper, even my hands. Then | distill it all into a
composition notebook. | have a stack of them
around the house. Joe Strummer once said, “No
input, no output.” So | like to read, go to a movie,
listen to other artists. | need to be constantly tak-
Ing stuff in to get that muse going.

What do you think the state of rock is today?

| think we're on the cusp of a big change. With
rock 'n’ roll there are some great artists out there. |
think there are some great things that you can say
along the lines of “Fuck the man” because kids can
now put their music online and share with the world
so fast. On the flipside, some of the mystery and
romance is lost because the Internet tells us too much.
it's kind of cool not to know what happened last
night. | like the idea of people having to come out fo
shows and be with strangers, be at this ritual.
Spontaneous things happen when you're out there.

Same thing with when you're in a record store.
You might fall in love. You might meet somebody
that you make a band with. You might buy a differ-
ent record.

INDIE DARLING

Asia Argento was literally born into the movie business. (Daddy is a director.)
Lucky for us, the ltalian temptress has inherited Dario Argento’s fascination with
daring, tit-filled films. Asia gave the moviegoing world its first revealing glimpse at
her tight little body in Trauma, a 1993 film directed by her father. Next came a blast
of bountiful bush in Queen Margot (1994), but it took four more years for Asia’s
awesome ass to make its triumphal debut in Viola Kisses Everybody (1998).

But Argento made 1998 even more memorable, popping up in not just one or two
but three additional boob-baring flicks. New Rose Hotel showcases the unbashful
pixie in several topless scenes opposite the creepy Willem Dafoe. In her dad’s big-
screen adaptation of The Phantom of the Opera, Asia will make you hit a high note
as her supple breasts are exposed again and again. In the last of 1998’s four-pack,
B. Monkey (which we think is short for blow monkey), Argento portrays an out-of-
control woman who thankfully finds clothes offensive.

uring finals week of the spring semes-
D ter, 95 San Diego State University stu-
dents—and 30 others—were arrested
on assorted drug-related charges in a series of
raids conducted by federal and local law-
enforcement agencies. The roundup culmi-
nated a year-long undercover sting operation
targeting dealers and buyers at SDSU, particu-
larly members of several fraternities.
At the residences of students and non-
SDSU-affiliated individuals, investigators con-

The D.A.’s office also noted that one student
apprehended in the raids—Omar Castaneda-
Arce, 36—is a documented gang member with
suspected ties to Mexican drug cartels. Officials
also said that the suspect had served three
years in prison for a previous drug offense.
Searching Castaneda-Arce’s home, investigators
reportedly discovered a kilogram of cocaine.

Campus police and the DEA initiated the
undercover investigation, dubbed Operation
Sudden Fall, in response to an SDSU coed’s

According to the District At- [ o
torney’s Office of San Diego e
County, 54 SDSU students were
arrested by Drug Enforcement Ad-
ministration agents, who suspected a direct
connection to the originally targeted traffick-
ers. The remaining 41 were arrested by cam-
pus police officers for minor offenses uncov-
ered between January and May 2008. Officials
said these suspects were not necessarily con-
nected to the drug ring, but were arrested in
accordance with the university’s zero-toler-
ance drug policy.
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When a San
Diego Mesa College student succumbed to oxy-
codone and alcohol poisoning at an SDSU fra-
ternity in February 2008, authorities were
prompted to step up their efforts.

“This investigation spotlights two trage-
dies,” said the DEA's Special Agent in Charge,
Ralph W. Partridge. “The tragic drug overdose
deaths of two college students and, secondly,
the shattered futures of those students who

Optio

choose to engage in the illicit sale and usage of
myriad controlled substances.”

During Operation Sudden Fall, DEA agents
posing as students made more than 130 sepa-
rate drug transactions with members of SDSU
fraternities, and several members of Theta Chi
and Phi Kappa Psi were among those arrested.
Officials said that in some fraternities, nearly all
of the members were aware that drug sales were

| being conducted within their own frat houses.

Two days after the raids, SDSU suspended
six fraternities—Theta Chi, Phi Kappa Psi,
Lambda Chi Alpha, Phi Kappa Theta, Sigma
Alpha Epsilon and Sigma Alpha Mu—pending
further investigation.

On the day of the bust, SDSU President
Stephen L. Weber announced: “Certainly to-
| day’s arrests underscore the scope of the chal-
lenges universities face as we fight this major
societal problem. We are determined to remove
people from our community who have placed
our students at risk and to see that they are
turned over to the criminal justice system.”

Although Weber publicly hailed the arrests
as a victory for San Diego State University, oth-

- ers have called the investigation unnecessary

and ultimately ineffective. Following Operation
Sudden Fall’s highly publicized conclusion,
some campus groups have raised concerns
over its impact on university life.

At a rally prompted by the raids, members of
Students for Sensible Drug Policy—a national
awareness organization committed to reducing
the harms caused by drug abuse and drug poli-
cies—criticized the undercover operation.
Randy Hencken, president of the organization’s
SDSU chapter, believes the bust will likely have
little effect on student drug use in the long run.

“We've seen those big piles of drugs and
money on our TV screens before, over and
over again, for the past three decades, and the
availability of drugs has not changed,” Hencken
proclaimed. “So long as students have the de-
sire to use illegal drugs, and so long as the prohi-
bition of drugs sustains a lucrative black market,
drug stings will do little more than create open-
ings for others to step in and supply these drugs.”

in June 2008 a Florida jury pronounced
extreme-porn entrepreneur Max Hardcore (real
name Paul F. Little) guilty on ten counts of selling
obscene material and shipping it through the U.S.
mail. A pioneer of gonzo, Hardcore is notorious for
flicks full of starlets gagging, puking and guzzling
piss. He cuts the rough stuff out for his U.S.-market
DVDs, but the unexcised versions were available
online—which was part of the government’s case
against him. Within the industry the game has long

been to see if Max got away with his antics before
trying the same tricks. This time he didn’t.
Hardcore's attorney, Louis Sirkin, argues that
this is a First Amendment case, even though legal
precedent says free speech doesn’t apply to
obscenity. “We believe in freedom of speech,

and this is a setback,” Sirkin announced.

Even if the verdict is overturned on appeal, it
could still have a chilling effect. No smutmaker
wants to risk a money-sucking court battle with a
jury of people who hate what he or she does.

Director Jim Powers—whose girl-wrenching
gimmicks include bukkake, gagging and other ex-
treme sexual hijinks—isn't easily scared.

So it
was a witch-hunt. Any company could face this same
dilemma. The Internet convictions are even scarier.
How do you control who watches your movies online?

“Everybody in porno seems to have this little
theory that what they are doing is okay. ‘Look,

we're not doing anal. We’re not doing this. We're
not doing that.” But porno is one big sewer, and
we're all floating in it. Whether you're a sinker or a
floater, a lot of people still think you're shit.”

Powers, known for his outrageous characters
and scenarios, points out that the skin biz creates
fantasies in a highly regulated production process.
“Max Hardcore is a character,” Powers emphasizes.
“He represents the big bad wolf pedophile, but he
is only that—a character. The girls are all of proven
age and doing it of their own free will. It is an act.
Because of his character, he was an easy target.
History will show Max as an icon and martyr. God
bless Max Hardcore!”

At press time, Paul F. Little a‘/k/a Max Hardcore
was awaiting sentencing. —M.J.

With Jimi Hendrix: The Sex Tape,
Vivid claims a celebrity-porn

In late 2007, rumors started circulating that
Vivid Entertainment had gotten its hands on
authentic footage of rock immortal Jimi Hendrix
having sex 40 years ago. Greeted by a blog war
between believers and debunkers, the fabled disc
finally went on sale in June '08.

Jimi Hendrix: The Sex Tape, which mostly
comes off as a low-rent rockumentary, contains
11 minutes of Hendrix (or a well-hung lookalike) in
a threesome with a pair of anonymous white
chicks. Along with groupie interviews, we get a
few snatches of info on how the footage was
found. Ostensibly, a memorabilia collector picked
up an old 8mm reel labeled “Black Man” at a London
auction and eventually struck a deal with Vivid.
